Paying your monthly water bill just got easier.

Clerk-Treasurer Michael Griffin has imple-
mented an online bill pay system to give 
residents and businesses another option when 
paying for water, sewer services and trash.

“We have received many requests from resi-
dents seeking an online option to pay their 
utility bill and we went to work to make it 
happen” Griffin said. “We have protections in 
place to keep transactions secure.”

The town accepts VISA, MasterCard and 
Discover credit and debit cards. Each online 
transaction constitutes a one-time payment. 

There is a fee – $2.50 or 3.95 percent – associ-
ated with any credit card transaction, whether 
it is made online or at Town Hall.  

“The transaction fee does not come back to 
the town. The per-transaction fee is paid to 
the third party – in this case PayGov.us – that 
completes the secure transaction,” he said. 
“We see this as a way to continue to serve 
Highland residents and business owners.” n
