ORDINANCE No. 1383

TOWN of HIGHLAND, INDIANA
An Ordinance to Amend Chapter 171, Sections §§ 171.62 and 171.72 of the Highland Municipal Code, regarding  waste water treatment and storm water management user rates and charges, all pursuant to  I.C. 36-1-4, IC 36-1-5 and IC 36-9-25 et sequitur.

Whereas, The Town of Highland, is a Municipal Government which may pass and codify ordinances for the operation of the government, all pursuant to IC 36-1-4 and IC 36-1-5;

Whereas, The Town of Highland, is a municipality located in Lake County which operates a Department of Public Sanitation, which has been continuously governed by the provisions of IC 36-9-25 et seq. at least since 1970; and,

Whereas, The Town of Highland Town Council is in receipt of a resolution introduced on 4 December 2007 and following a public hearing, was adopted on December 18, 2007 by the Board of Sanitary Commissioners, which changes the schedule of rates and charges, which support its management of the sewage works as well as the storm water and watercourses of the Town of Highland, to be effective over several years, beginning February 1, 2008, provided the Town Council as the legislative body approves;

Whereas, The Board of Sanitary Commissioners, has requested that the Town Council of the Town of Highland as the legislative body favor, approve and adopt the change of the rates and charges pursuant to IC 36-9-25-11 and thereby put them into force and effect; and,

Whereas, The Town of Highland, through its Town Council now wishes to still further perfect its own organization as well as that of the Department of Public Sanitation and make certain amendments to the ordinance establishing and governing the rates and charges of the Sanitary District, pursuant to IC 36-9-25-11,

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That Section 171.72 (A) of the Highland Municipal Code be hereby repealed in its entirety and amended to add a section to be numbered Section § 171.72 (A), which shall read as follows:

§ 171.72  STORMWATER MANAGEMENT RATES and CHARGES

That the subdivisions A through D of Section 171.62 of the Highland Municipal Code be hereby repealed in their entirety and amended to add a section to be numbered Section 171.62, subdivisions A through D, which shall read as follows:
(A)
For users of the sewage works who are also metered users of the municipal water works, the basis for user fees will be comprised of a combined disposal, collection and treatment rate which will be based upon metered usage and a second component which will be a flat fee or base rate to be based upon the size of water meter servicing the user, all pursuant to I.C. 36-9-25-12.  Water meters shall be read and sewage service bills shall be rendered pursuant to the billing and reading frequencies and practices of the municipal water works utility, pursuant to Chapter 190 of this code.

The Town Council of the Town of Highland, as the town legislative body, acted to fix the compensation of its elected officers, appointed officers and employees of the Town for the year ensuing, by passage and adoption or Ordinance No. 1375;


WHEREAS, 
The Town Council of the Town of Highland has been advised that modification to certain provisions of Ordinance No. 1375 would be desirable;


WHEREAS, 
The Town Council of the Town of Highland, as the town legislative body, now desires to modify and fix the compensation of its elected officers, appointed officers and employees of the Town and to further perfect the wage and salary ordinance,
