Memorandum of the Meeting

Regular Study Session/Meeting
Twenty-Fifth Town Council of Highland
Monday, October 15, 2007
The regular study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland was convened at the regular place, the Highland Municipal, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana, in the plenary meeting room on Monday, October 15, 2007 at the regular time, 7:20 o’clock p.m., pursuant to notice regarding an Executive Session Convened at 6:00 p.m. with the Park and Recreation Board, for a personnel evaluation or review.
Roll Call: Councilors Robert Helmer, Mark Herak, Dan Dernulc, and Bernie Zemen were present. Councilor Joseph Wszolek delayed participation until 7:47 p.m., owing to extending his meeting with some of the participants in the previous meeting. The Clerk-Treasurer Michael W. Griffin was present to memorialize the proceedings. A quorum was attained. 
Also present: Richard Underkofler, Town Manager was also present.
Ed Dabrowski, Park and Recreation Board, was also present.
General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed a request from Russell Milton asking the Town Council to waive his trash collection fees for property that has been unoccupied. 
2.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed a request from Highland Little League to grant an amendment in the License to encroach with the Langel's in which it agrees to relocate some of the public planters from his location to the Markley Park area, at Langel’s expense. This would take Council action to amend and then consent. The request was endorsed by the Redevelopment Commission. The discussion included a request to move a water line to a specific location to permit the Little League to install irrigation for the so-called “rookie field.”
3.
The Town Council, the Town Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer discussed some specific amendments to the Alarm Code regarding changes presented for review. 
4.
The Town Council, the Town Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer discussed the plans around an auction to dispose of surplus property under IC 5-22-22 et seq.;.

The Town Council, the Town Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer discussed the plans around allowing a bi-furcated car allowance for the Superintendent of Parks and Recreation to be similar to that structure provided for the Public Works Director.
6.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the current status of the meet and confer law with public safety officers and new guidance provided by the IACT regarding the proper actions under the new statute. 
7.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the pending agenda of the Meeting of the Town Council on Monday, October 22, 2007:
(A) The Town Council discussed the request from Tom Brown to present a 2006 Safety award to the Town Council for workers compensation insurance loss ratio and claim incident rate.
(B) The Town Council discussed the introduced ordinance 1368.1298-G that would amend the wage and salary ordinance regarding the changes sought in the Public Works Department.

(C)  The Town Council discussed the Appropriation Transfer related to the ITC Fund to support added costs for part-time IT staff.
(D) The Town Council discussed the Ordinance to amend the compensation and benefits ordinance related to paid holidays of the Municipality.

The Town Council had an extended discussed the recent news stories reporting that the City of Hammond Sanitary District and its reported threats to shut off the Highland because of its concerns of the overloading that is alleged to have come from Highland from recent flooding. Councilor Wszolek suggested that the DLZ recommendation regarding smoke-testing to identify the sources of inflow and infiltration be moved up in the Sanitary District remedial plan.



It was noted that the Town Manager and the Public Works Director would be meeting with the Administrative Head of the Hammond Sanitary District and discuss the issue and the plans in place to remediate the overloading issue from heavy storm events.
There were no further discussions or any further matters before the Town Council.  The regular study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of Highland of Monday, October 15, 2007 was adjourned at 8:30  o’clock p.m.
