A Proclamation in DESIGNATING SEPTEMBER 9th through September 15, as SUICIDE Awareness and Prevention Week in the Town of Highland


WHEREAS, Suicide is the 11th leading cause of all deaths in the United States and the 3rd leading cause of death among individuals between the ages of 15 to 24;

WHEREAS, Suicide is now the 2nd leading cause of all deaths in the state of Indiana, and the 2nd leading cause of death among people from the age 15 to 24 in Indiana;

WHEREAS, In the United States, one person completes suicide every 16 minutes;

WHEREAS, It is estimated that 5 million people in the United States are survivors of suicide (those who have lost a loved one to suicide);

WHEREAS, 52% of people who die by suicide use a firearm, and guns stored in the house are used for suicide 40 times more often than for self-protection;

WHEREAS, The overall suicide rate in our country has only slightly declined from record highs in recent years, the suicide rate for those 15-24 years old has more than doubled since the mid-1950s; and the suicide rate remains highest for adults 75 years of age and older;

WHEREAS, The stigma associated with mental illness and suicidality works against suicide prevention by discouraging persons at risk for suicide from seeking life-saving help and further traumatizes survivors of suicide;

WHEREAS, Statewide suicide prevention efforts should be developed and encouraged to the maximum extent possible;

WHEREAS, Organizations such as the American Association of Suicidology are dedicated to reducing the frequency of suicide attempts and deaths, and the pain of survivors affected by suicides of loved ones, through educational programs, research projects, intervention services, and bereavement services

Now, Therefore, I, Daniel E. Dernulc, by virtue of the authority vested in me as President of the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, do now hereby proclaim September 9th through 15th, 2007 as National Suicide Awareness and Prevention Week in the Town of Highland;


Further, I hereby urge the community of Highland to become more aware of suicide as a public health problem that is preventable, take steps to properly acknowledge World Suicide Prevention Day as supported by the World Health Organization, and to promote increased access to and community linkages with, mental health and substance abuse services.

Plan Commission Docket No. 2007-04: Petitioner seeking a rezoning of property located at 9715 Kennedy Avenue, Highland from R1 Single Family Residential District to B1 Local Business District. Petitioners are Peter & Miroslava Kosture and Sundi & Kabita Dibakar d/b/a K&S Testing. The matter is now certified by the Municipal Plan Commission with a favorable recommendation. The matter was considered at the Plan Commission meeting of 18 July 2007. The Findings of Fact were memorialized and approved by the Plan Commission on 15 August 2007. Pursuant to IC 36-7-4-604, the Town Council may either adopt the recommendation and adopt the ordinance or reject the recommendation. If no action occurs within 90 days, the recommendation of the Plan Commission is adopted. The Town Council must act by October 16, 2007.

Action on Ordinance No. 1366: An Ordinance to Amend the Comprehensive Zoning Map. Councilor Wszolek moved the passage and adoption of the Ordinance, accepting the recommendation of the Plan Commission. Councilor Helmer seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were affirmatives and  no negatives. With Councilors Zemen, Wszolek and Helmer voting in the affirmative and Councilors Herak and Dernulc voting in the negative, the motion passed. The ordinance was adopted.

ORDINANCE NO. 1366

OF THE TOWN OF HIGHLAND
An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Map of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance Passed by the Town of Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, on the 22nd day of November, 1999, to be Effective on the 1st day of July, 2000, Reclassifying an Area in the Town of Highland, Lake County Indiana from R-1 Single Family District to B-1 Neighborhood Business District.
WHEREAS, The Town Council of the Town of Highland, Indiana, did on the 22nd day of November, 1999, pass a certain zoning ordinance which is now in full force and effect, and which is known as Ordinance Nos. 1126 as amended by 1127.1126-A, together with all amendments thereof and supplements thereto; and

WHEREAS, A Petition for Amendment to Zoning Ordinance was properly filed with the Town of Highland on or about 18 July 2007, requesting an amendment of the aforementioned Zoning Map of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance to reclassify the property commonly known as 9715 Kennedy Avenue, Highland, Indiana from R-1 (Single Family District) to B-3 (General Business District); and,

WHEREAS, The Petition and Application for said proposed amendment was transmitted to the Highland Plan Commission by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Indiana, and a public hearing was held thereon according to said Ordinance No. 1126 as amended by 1127.1126-A, and said Commission recommended favorably by a vote of 6 in favor and 0 against; and,

WHEREAS, After due consideration and study, the Town Council of said Town does believe that said amendment will be advantageous to said Town and will ensure the public health, safety, welfare, and morals of the citizens thereof in the area affected,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana:

Section 1.   That the following described property or parcel in the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, which is presently designated as being R-1, Single District and B-1 Neighborhood Business District is hereby re-zoned to B-1, Neighborhood Business District, which property is more particularly described as follows:

A parcel of land located in the Northwest Quarter of the Northeast Quarter of Section 33, Township 36 North, Range 9 West of the Second Principal Meridian described as follows: Commencing at the Northwest corner of the Northeast Quarter of said Section 33; thence South 000  09’ 00“ West, along the West line of said Northeast Quarter, a distance of 342.02 feet; thence South 89 0  14’ 00” East, a distance of 40.00 feet to the East right of way line of Kennedy Avenue; thence continuing South 89 0  14’ 00” East, a distance of165 feet, thence South 000  09’ 00“ West, a distance of 56.00 feet; thence North 89 0  14’ 00” West, a distance of 165.0 feet to the East right of way line of Kennedy Avenue; thence North 000  09’ 00“  East, a distance of 56.00 feet to the point of beginning, all located in the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana.

which property is more commonly known as 9715 Kennedy Avenue, Highland, Indiana. (See attached Exhibit “A”)

Section 2.
That the Development Plan (Commitment) submitted to the Plan Commission is approved subject to the terms recited in this Ordinance, and consisting of the following Plans:

Site plans and development plans prepared by Torrenga Engineering dated January 12, 2007, with revisions dated May 18, 2007, copies of which are incorporated by reference as if fully set out herein.

Zoning commitment, copies of which are attached hereto, made a part hereof ad marked as Exhibit “B”.

Section 3. That the Town Engineer is hereby ordered to make the appropriate map change and that said Ordinance Nos. 1126 as amended by 1127.1126-A be, and the same is hereby amended accordingly;

Section 4. That an emergency exists for the immediate taking effect of this amendment, and the same shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

Executive Appointment to Plan Commission: A successor appointment fulfilling the unexpired term of Thomas Agler (D), in consequence of his resignation on July 31, 2007. Term expires on the first Monday in January 2008. The usual term is four years. The successor appointee is eligible for reappointment. The Town Council President announced his appointment of Douglas Handley (D), 3019 Duluth Avenue, Highland. He was present to accept. It was noted that Mr. Handley had previously served on the Hammond Plan Commission when he lived there.
Unfinished Business and General Orders:

Proposed Ordinance No. 1365: An Ordinance to Amend a subsection in Section § 70.99, regarding the Infraction Deferral Program, Providing for the Enforcement Thereof, Repealing All Ordinances in Conflict Therewith, and Declaring an Emergency. The effect of this ordinance if adopted is to increase the initial user fee from $10 to $52, the maximum amount allowed under the statute.


Councilor Wszolek introduced and filed Ordinance No. 1365. There was no further action.

(Joint Instrument of the Board of Sanitary Commissioners, Board of Waterworks Directors and the Town Council acting as the Works Board) Works Board Order No. 2007-13: Approving an Agreement and Authorizing the Town Clerk-Treasurer to execute a $13,390 purchase agreement with CompuTrain Enterprises, Inc., and to expend up to $15,000 to acquire a dedicated file server for utility billing accounting equipment and software accounting systems. The Clerk-Treasurer has determined a need to acquire a new utility billing software system to succeed a system that has become functionally obsolete. $100,000 was approved in Capital Improvement Plans of the Town to underwrite the expense of new utility billing software: 41% from the Sewage Works Improvement Fund, 41% from the Water Works Improvement Fund and 18% from the Sanitation Account of the General Fund in proportion to the number of customer accounts. The $28,390 cost of these procurements would be apportioned: $11,639.90 to the Sewage Works Improvement Fund, $11,639.90 to the Water Works Improvement Fund and $5,110.20 to the Sanitation Account of the General Fund. 


Councilor Herak moved the passage and adoption of the Joint instrument Works Board Order No. 2007-13, contingent upon the appropriate due diligence by the Clerk-Treasurer. Councilor Zemen. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passes. The Works Board Order was adopted.

WHEREAS, The Office of the Clerk-Treasurer has determined a need to acquire a new utility billing software system to succeed a system that has become functionally obsolete; and 

WHEREAS, The Town Manager in consultation with the Clerk-Treasurer and his staff conducted interviews with seven vendors known to specialize in utility billing systems for municipal utilities; and

WHEREAS, A request for proposals was subsequently issued to five vendors who demonstrated software systems that were most compatible with needs of the Clerk-Treasurer’s Office; and 

WHEREAS, A proposal submitted by CompuTrain, Inc, emerged as the leading contender for the software procurement by a consensus of the staff responsible for the utility billing function; and

WHEREAS, Said utility billing software will support functions of the Highland Sanitary District, the Water Utility, Trash Collection and Disposal; and

WHEREAS, $100,000 was approved in Capital Improvement Plans of the Town to underwrite the expense of new utility billing software: 41% from the Sanitary District Capital Fund, 41% from the Water Works Improvement Fund and 18% from the Sanitation Account of the General Fund in proportion to the number of customer accounts; and

WHEREAS, It is prudent and in the best interest of the Highland Sanitary Board of Commissioners, the Highland Water Works Board of Directors, the Highland Works Board and the public at large to support and share the purchase of the utility billing software and related equipment; and

WHEREAS, The Board of Sanitary Commissioners, pursuant to §31.17(E) of the HMC serves as purchasing agency for the Public Sanitation Department; and

WHEREAS, The Board of Waterworks Directors, pursuant to §31.17(E) of the HMC serves as purchasing agency for the Highland Waterworks; and

WHEREAS, The Town Council as the Works Board of the Municipality, pursuant to §31.17(A)(1) of the HMC serves as purchasing agency for the Public Works Department; and

WHEREAS, The purchase price exceeds $10,000.00 and, pursuant to §31.18(C) of the HMC requires the express approval of the purchasing agencies; and
WHEREAS, The Board of Sanitary Commissioners, the Highland Waterworks Board of Directors, and the Town Council, acting as the Works Board for the Town of Highland now desire to approve and authorize the Clerk-Treasurer to complete the purchase pursuant to the terms stated herein.

Section 2. That the Clerk-Treasurer is hereby authorized to expend up to $15,000 to acquire a computer server dedicated to the operation of utility billing and financial management systems.

Section 3. That the $28,390 cost of these procurements shall be apportioned: $11,639.90 to the Sanitary District Capital Fund, $11,639.90 to the Water Works Improvement Fund and $5,110.20 to the Sanitation Account of the General Fund.
