ORDINANCE No. 1365

of the

TOWN of HIGHLAND, INDIANA

An Ordinance to Amend a subsection in Section § 70.99, regarding the Infraction Deferral Program, Providing for the Enforcement Thereof, Repealing All Ordinances in Conflict Therewith, and Declaring an Emergency

Whereas,
The Town Council has conducted a study and investigation as to the amendments to a subsection of Section § 70.99 of the Highland Municipal Code within the Town of Highland;

Whereas,
I.C. 9-21-1 et sequitur   authorizes the Town of Highland, through its Town Council as a local authority to adopt local regulations regarding traffic; and

Whereas,
I.C. 9-21-1-3(a)(1) specifically authorizes the Town of Highland, through its Town Council as a local authority with respect to streets and highways under the town’s jurisdiction and within the reasonable exercise of the police power to regulate the standing or parking of vehicles; and

Whereas,
I.C. 34-28-5 et sequitur specifically authorizes a program of deferred prosecution in limited cases related to moving traffic violations; and

Whereas,
The Highland Town Council has determined that a subsection of Section § 70.99 regarding penalties of the municipal code requires amendment in order to further perfect the municipality’s regulatory operation with such amendments being in the best interest of the Town of Highland;

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:

Section 1. 
That subsection (C) of Section § 70.99 of the Highland Municipal Code, shall be amended by deleting it in its entirety and then replacing it with a new subsection, to be styled (C), of Section §70.99 which shall read as follows:

(C)
 Ordinance Deferral Program.
(1)
There is hereby established an ordinance deferral program to be administered by the attorney for the municipal corporation or his designee, pursuant to I.C. 34-28-5-1 et seq.  This may not be applied to a violation  under IC 9-24-6 involving the operation of a commercial motor vehicle;

(2)
The attorney for the municipal corporation is authorized to establish an ordinance deferral program for deferring action brought under I.C. 34-28-5-1 et seq. and IC 33-37-4-2(e) provided that all of the following apply:

(a) 
The defendant in the action agrees to the conditions of the deferral program offered by the attorney for the municipal corporation; 

(b) The defendant in the action agrees to pay the Clerk of the Court an initial user's fee and monthly user's fee set by the attorney for the municipal corporation in conjunction with the Town Council of the Town of Highland in accordance with IC 33-37-4-2(e);
(c) 
The terms of the agreement are recorded in an instrument signed by the defendant and the attorney for the municipal corporation;

(d) The defendant in the action agrees to pay court costs of $70 to the Clerk of the Court in the event that the action involves a moving violation as defined in I.C. 9-13-2-110;

(e) 
The agreement is filed in the court in which the action is brought.

(3) When the defendant complies with the terms of the agreement as set forth above, the attorney for the municipal corporation shall file a motion with the court requesting that the court dismiss the action, and an action dismissed under this plan shall not be subject to being refiled. (I.C. 34-28-5-1(f)) 

(4) Pursuant to I.C. 33-37-4-2(e), which provides that the initial user's fee shall not exceed $52 and, thereafter, a monthly user's fee shall not exceed $10 for each month that the defendant remains in the deferral program.  Such fees are hereby fixed as follows:

(a)
The initial users fee is hereby fixed at $52;

(b) The user shall also pay those additional fees provided by IC 33-37, chapters 4 and 5 that apply to an action involving an ordinance; 

(c) The monthly user fee is hereby fixed at $10 per month for each month the defendant remains in the program.

(5)
A person charged with the offense of exceeding the posted speed limit in excess of 20 miles per hour over the posted limit or a person who has had a previous moving violation conviction in the one year prior to the date of the ordinance violation that is sought to be deferred shall not be entitled to participate in this program.


Section 2. 
This ordinance shall become and be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and adoption upon its signature by the executive and publication in the manner prescribed by IC 36-5-2-10(a)&(b). 

Introduced and Filed on the 27th Day of August 2007. Consideration on the same day or at same meeting of introduction was not considered pursuant to IC 36-5-2-9.8.

The Town Council for the Town of Highland is the Legislative and Fiscal Body of the Municipality as well as the works board pursuant to IC 36-1-2 et seq.,and


Whereas, 
IC 36-7-2-7 provides that a municipality may a unit may promote economic development and tourism; and


Whereas, 
Under the authority of IC 6-9-2 et seq., the Town established an Innkeepers Tax Fund, to serve as the accounting entity of the resources provided under the statute; and


Whereas, 
IC 36-7-22-3, further defines what may constitute an economic development project, which may include designing, landscaping, beautifying, constructing, or maintaining public areas or public ways (including designing, constructing, or maintaining lighting for a public area or public way) and promoting commercial activity or public events; and


Whereas, 
The Town of Highland receives a distribution of the Lake County Innkeeper Tax, pursuant to IC 6-9-2, the proceeds of which may be used only for economic development projects and perhaps tourism; and


Whereas, 
The Highland Special Event Advisory Committee has recommended and requested that appropriations be authorized in the Innkeeper Tax Fund to support the acquisition of signs, semaphores and displays for certain public areas of the Town that are decorations aligned with the Christmas Holiday; and


Whereas, 
The Highland Special Event Advisory Committee has further recommended and requested that appropriations be authorized in the Innkeeper Tax Fund for costs associated with providing fireworks displays during the annual New Year’s event and the annual festival aligned with Independence Day; and


Whereas, 
The Town Council has reviewed the matter, and now desires to make findings and determinations related to these recommendations and to authorize the proper officer to cause a public hearing on proposed appropriations in the Innkeeper Tax Fund to favor the recommendation and request of the Special Event Advisory Committee;


Now Therefore Be it hereby Ordered  by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana; 


Section 1.  That the Town Council hereby finds and determines that signs, semaphores and displays for the public areas of the Town that are decorations aligned with the Christmas holiday involve some of the following activities which comprise economic development projects pursuant to IC 36-7-22-3:


(A) 
Planning or managing development or improvement activities.


(B) 
Designing, landscaping, beautifying, constructing, or maintaining public areas or public ways (including designing, constructing, or maintaining lighting for a public area or public way).


(C) 
Promoting commercial activity or public events.


(D) 
Providing security for public areas.


(E) 
Acquiring, constructing or maintaining parking facilities;


Section 2. That the Town Council hereby further finds and determines that fireworks displays associated with the annual New Year’s event and the annual festival aligned with Independence Day involve some of the following activities which comprise economic development projects pursuant to IC 36-7-22-3:


(A) 
Planning or managing development or improvement activities.


(B) 
Designing, landscaping, beautifying, constructing, or maintaining public areas or public ways (including designing, constructing, or maintaining lighting for a public area or public way).


(C) 
Promoting commercial activity or public events.


(D) 
Providing security for public areas.


(E) 
Acquiring, constructing or maintaining parking facilities;


Section 3. That the Town Council still further finds and determines that the activities described herein, constitute economic development projects and as such are uses and expenditures consistent with the purposes of the Innkeeper Tax Fund;


Section 4.
That the Town Council favors the request and recommendation of the Highland Special Event Advisory Committee, and concurs and consents to the activities set forth in Sections 1 and 2 of this Order and the use of Innkeeper Tax Fund resources to carry-out these activities;


Section 5.
That the Clerk-Treasurer is hereby instructed to take the necessary lawful steps in order to allow the Town Council to properly consider making additional appropriations in the Innkeeper Tax Fund to carry out the purposes and intents of this order.

Spott d/b/a Marilaur Properties, LLC as an incentive to be offered for incorporating a mid-20th century architectural design theme at professional medical offices to be constructed at 8032 Kennedy Avenue.


Councilor Zemen moved the passage and adoption of Resolution No. 2007-46. Councilor Helmer seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion  passed. The resolution was adopted.

RESOLUTION NO. 2007-46
A RESOLUTION APPROVING A $5,000 REDUCTION IN THE $13,500 TAX ABATEMENT FEE LEVIED UPON AN APPLICATION FOR JOE P. SPOTT D/B/A MARILAUR PROPERTIES, LLC AS AN INCENTIVE TO BE OFFERED FOR INCORPORATING A MID 20TH CENTURY MODERN DESIGN THEME AT PROFESSIONAL MEDICAL OFFICES TO BE CONSTRUCTED AT 8032 KENNEDY AVENUE

WHEREAS, Resolution 2007-33 adopted on July 23, 2007 established terms and conditions applicable to an application for property tax abatement for construction of a new medical office building at 8032 Kennedy Avenue; and

WHEREAS, Section 3 of Resolution 2007-33 specified the applicant shall contribute $13,500 to the Town of Highland at closing from loan proceeds secured for construction of the Project to be paid prior to final processing of the application; and

WHEREAS, The Redevelopment Commission has worked with Dr. Joe P. Spott, the first applicant to receive tax abatement from the Town of Highland, throughout the tax abatement procedural process from the time Dr. Spott first purchased the property to the final approval of his tax abatement by the Town Council; and

WHEREAS, Spott has not started to build his facility, as yet, but has finalized architectural drawings with his architect; and 

WHEREAS, The Redevelopment Commission has been working on Design Standards and Guidelines for the Redevelopment Area, which will be incorporating a Mid-Century Modern Design concept proposed by the Downtown Association; and

WHEREAS, Although these standards and guidelines are not in effect as yet, the Commission desires Spott’s facility to reflect this design concept, if at all possible because by doing so, this facility will not only demonstrate a builder’s commitment to our Redevelopment Area, but also provide an example of the type of design the Commission is supporting; and

WHEREAS, Spott reports he would be willing to change his design, if architecturally possible, if the Town would reduce his tax abatement fee by $5,000, the amount necessary for new drawings; and  

WHEREAS, The Redevelopment Director recommends the Town Council approve a reduction in the 1% tax abatement fee from $13,500 to $8,500 to be used for architectural fees to redesign the outside of Dr. Spott’s medical building to reflect the Mid-Century Modern Design Concept.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Council of the Town of Highland as follows:


Section 1.
That pursuant to enabling authority provided at IC 6-1.1-12.1-2(i)(6), the Town Council hereby modifies a previously adopted condition of approval for the application for property tax abatement upon the increase in assessed value in consequence of construction of a new medical office building on the Real Estate, located at 8032 Kennedy Avenue, approved for a period of time not to exceed ten calendar years, according to the schedule in IC 6-1.1-12.1-4(d)(10), subject to continuing compliance with the statement of benefits, IC 6-1.1-12.1 et seq., and the terms of Resolution No. 2007-33, as follows:



(a) As a condition of approval for the deduction in assessed value, the applicant, Joe P. Spott d/b/a Marilaur Properties, LLC, shall contribute $8,500 to the Town of Highland at closing from loans proceeds secured for construction of the Project, instead of the previously adopted amount of $13,500.  This payment shall be paid prior to final processing of this designation application.


(b)
That this $5,000 reduction to the previously fixed $13,500 fee imposed as an added condition of approval pursuant to IC 6-1.1-12.1-2(i)(6), is hereby authorized and approved as an incentive offered to the applicant for incorporating a Mid-Century Modern architectural design theme at the professional medical offices to be constructed at 8032 Kennedy Avenue.


Section 2. 
That in all other respects, the terms and conditions prescribed by Resolution No. 2007-33 adopted by the Town Council on July 23, 2007 shall remain in full force and effect.

CDR 2007-29: A Council Decision Request Authorizing the Council President to sign a letter declining an offer for a $55,000 grant from the Indiana Lake Michigan Coastal Zone Program.

Councilor Zemen reported that Park and Recreation was completing its review of a final punch list for the recently reconstructed Gazebo. The purchase and acquisition of the Pearl Kortenhoven Property on Kleinman Road was concluded, intended to add property to Sheppard Memorial Park.


Councilor Zemen reported that Traffic Safety Commission had reviewed traffic issues related to a new subdivision on 41st Street.


A colloquy ensued between and among the Town Council, Mr. Ed Dabrowski and Councilor Wszolek regarding the current condition of the Lincoln community center and the status of progress on any capital or renovation plans for it.

Councilor Herak reported that the Fire Department responded to a house explosion and fire at Kennedy Avenue and Norman. A neighboring house was affected. IPEP hosted a state of the art fire truck emergency response simulator at the Fire Station.


Councilor Herak reported that the Mosquito abatement devise was in operation. It was noted that the new sprayer was quieter than previous models.

Councilor Helmer reported that DLZ Engineering reported to the Board of Sanitary Commissioners its findings from its flow monitoring and related study of the storm and wastewater collection system.


Councilor Helmer reported that the Sold Waste Management District was contemplating a five percent pay increase for its staff to be paid as bonuses.

Councilor Wszolek, commented on recent news accounts regarding the flooding experience in Highland and neighboring Towns; Councilor Wszolek expressed displeasure with comments attributed to Councilor Herak in one of the recent news accounts, regarding decisions associated with acquiring back-up power generators for the sewage pumping stations. A colloquy ensued between Councilors Wszolek and Herak regarding the news accounts.


Councilor Wszolek reported that the Chamber of Commerce luncheon was scheduled for Michael’s Restaurant and would feature Michael Boskovich the Highland School Superintendent.

Jim Diehl, 10104 Kennedy Avenue, Highland, commented that owing to recent rains, standing water remained at the back of his property and others possibility allowing greater mosquito activity. He requested that an added truck and mosquito fogger be obtained to increase fogging efforts in Town.

Joe Bartok, 9324 Spring Creek Drive, Highland, inquired whether or not Lake County could be enlisted to spray for mosquitoes.

Ellen ______, 3504 81st Street, Highland, reported her continued displeasure with the large dump trucks and related dirt debris near her home. The trucks are part of the Flood Control project.
