The Twenty-Fifth Town   Council   of Highland

Study Session

Saturday, January 7, 2006

The Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland met in its regular study session on Saturday, January 7, 2006 at the regular time, 8:35 a.m. o’clock p.m., in the regular place, the plenary meeting chambers, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana 46322.

Silent Roll Call: Town Councilors Bernie Zemen, Robert Helmer, Joseph Wszolek, Mark Herak and Dan Dernulc were present. A quorum was attained. The Town Clerk-Treasurer Michael Griffin was present to memorialize the proceedings.

Ed Dabrowski of CBL consulting and the Redevelopment Commission was also present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council discussed conducting meetings with the Town Managers’ candidates either as a public session or as an executive session. The Town Council discussed the provisions related to the prohibition on conducting interviews in executive session of “public officers.” It was further noted that interviews of “employees” were permitted to be conducted in executive session.

2.
The Town Council discussed the draft agenda for the Highland Town Council meeting of Monday, January 9, 2006.

3.
The Town Council discussed and conducted mark-up of introduced Ordinance No. 1299, regarding the appointment authority for the assistant inspectors.

4.
The Town Council discussed and conducted mark-up of introduced Ordinance No. 1300, regarding modifications to the existing Purchasing Code.

5.
The Town Council discussed and conducted mark-up of introduced Ordinance No. 1302.1298-A, regarding modifications to the recently enacted Wage and Salary Ordinance. The Town Council discussed possibly modifying the manner in which the plumbing inspector’s compensation is enacted, not the amount or manner of payment. Currently the existing plumbing inspector’s compensation is depicted in the municipal code and referenced in the wage and salary ordinance.

6.
The Town Council discussed Introduced Ordinance No. 1260 regarding Special Public Safety Patrol Zones.

Councilor Zemen departed at this time.

7.
The Town Council discussed the several appointments for boards and commissions and the possibility of at least for a time, appointing some or all members of the Redevelopment Commission with Town Council members. The discussion included concerns about the pending bond issue in support of a loan to the Hammond Redevelopment Commission for its reclamation of the site of the River Park Apartments in Hammond, along the Little Calumet River.


The Town Council discussed the composition of the Plan Commission and who was eligible for appointment by the legislative body. It was noted that an elected official, an appointed official or an employee of the municipality was eligible.


Councilor Helmer departed at this time.

8.
The Town Council discussed the issue of Town Council President and Vice President.

There being no further business before the Town Council, the meeting of Saturday, January 7, 2006 was adjourned, at 2:00 o’clock p.m.
