Study Session

Saturday, February 25, 2006

The Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland met in its regular study session on Saturday, February 25, 2006, immediately following the Redevelopment study session, at the time of 9:12 a.m. o’clock p.m., in the regular place, the plenary meeting chambers, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana 46322.

Silent Roll Call: Town Councilors Bernie Zemen, Robert Helmer, Joseph Wszolek, Mark Herak and Dan Dernulc were present. A quorum was attained. The Town Clerk-Treasurer Michael Griffin was present to memorialize the proceedings.

Rhett L. Tauber, Town Council Attorney was also present.

Philip E. Pena, 8919 Waymond Avenue, Highland, Indiana was also present.
David Jones, President of the Board of Sanitary Commissioners and Code Enforcement Inspector was also present.

James Kessler, 8532 Henry Street, Highland, Indiana  46322 was also present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council discussed with the Town Council Attorney the current revised draft of a proposed agreement with the current designated candidate for Town Manager. The Town Council attorney indicated that he would e-mail the final draft to the Clerk-Treasurer.
The Town Council Attorney departed at this time.

2.
The Town Council interviewed Mr. Phil Pena regarding his expressed interest in serving on the Redevelopment Commission.

Mr. Pena discussed some of his initial impressions regarding development in the downtown and with the north Kennedy Avenue corridor. Mr. Pena expressed his desire to add light manufacturing to the community.

Mr. Pena discussed his ideas for bringing business to the north Kennedy Avenue corridor. Mr. Pena’s discussed some higher end or mid–end restaurants as a positive goal for the community. Mr. Pena indicated that he believed that he offered skills as an analyst. Mr. Pena expressed his view that the positives of the Town of Highland are not well communicated.

Mr. Pena expressed that he was interested in perhaps serving on another board or commission if possible. He also revealed that he voted as a Democrat in the most recent primary election.

Mr. Pena departed at this time.

3.
The Town Council discussed with Mr. Jones the pending tap and non-recurrent fees as proposed by the Board of Sanitary Commissioners. The Town Council discussed the application of the fees and charges.

Mr. Jones departed at this time.

The Town Council and James Kessler, 8532 Henry Street, Highland, discussed Mr. Kessler’s possible interest in serving on the Redevelopment Commission. Mr. Kessler expressed his impressions of the work of the Redevelopment Commission and its role in the development of the Town. It was noted that Mr. Kessler lived in the current site of the Redevelopment Area. It was noted that Mr. Kessler’s son was very active in the interest of historical preservation. Mr. Kessler indicated he is active at Southside Christian Church, where he serves as an Elder.

The Town Council and Mr. Kessler discussed the time commitment and meeting frequency of the Redevelopment Commission.

The Town Council discussed the fact that CBL Contract expires on March 1, 2006. A one month work proposal or contract was presented to the Town Council for its consideration to the cover the month of March only. If all the services in the proposal are used, the cost of the agreement will be $6,300.

The Town Council discussed the pending challenge to the Town of Highland to contribute to the Quad Town Safety Village and the deadline to respond to its Board regarding the nature of Highland’s financial participation.  The board has asked that the Town contribute $7,000 and then agree to participate annually at an amount of $2,000. The Town Council discussed some terms that would serve as conditions associated with Highland’s continued participation.

The Town Council discussed the agenda for the meeting of Monday, February 27, 2006.
There being no further business before the Town Council, the regular study session of Saturday, February 25, 2006 was adjourned, at 12:30 o’clock p.m.
