The Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland met in its regular study session on Monday, March 06, 2006 at the regular time, 7:00 p.m. o’clock p.m., in the regular place, the upper study chambers, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana 46322. 

Silent Roll Call: Town Councilors Bernie Zemen, Dan Dernulc, Robert Helmer and Joseph Wszolek were present. Councilor Mark Herak was absent as he was in Dallas, Texas owing to his work commitment.   A quorum was attained. The Town Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Carol Morrison was present to memorialize the proceedings.

Additional Officials Present: Richard Underkofler, Town Manager; Peter Hojnicki, Metropolitan Chief of Police; John Bach, Public Works Director; 

Ed Dabrowski, IT Consultant and Park Board Member was also present. 

Rex Burton, former Redevelopment Commissioner was also present. 

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council discussed with Ms. Popa and Ms. Mayer the County Seats Project.  The program is to promote public art in the form of an interactive outdoor sculpture that would accommodate seating throughout several counties.  Ms. Popa is promoting the Town of Highland to be a participant in the project.  The Town Council spoke in favor of sponsoring a seat. The cost would be $2,300.00 with the Town owning the seat at the conclusion of the program.  Other sponsors have shown an interest in participating.  Popa Sheet Metal will be a sponsor.   Ms. Popa stated that the Solid Waste District approved of Solid Waste dollars being used for this project as the seats are made of recycled materials. Ms. Popa and Ms. Mayer departed at this time.

2.   The Town Council discussed with Chief Hojnicki and Ed Dabrowski the Spillman versus the   HTE software for the Police Department.  They are waiting on further information regarding the costs.

The Town Council discussed the Special Patrol Zone Ordinance and hopes to finalize the ordinance soon. 

4.   The Town Council discussed Ordinance #1307 regarding temporary signs.

5.    The Town Council discussed Ordinance # 1308 regarding sanitary tap fees.

6.    The Town Council discussed Ordinance # 1309 regarding ward map change.

7.   The Town Council discussed with Richard Underkofler the need for new copiers in the Police    Department and the Town Hall.

8.   The Town Council discussed the real estate easements at Kennedy Avenue and the Little Calumet River needed by the Little Calumet River Basin.

9.    The Town Council discussed the potential of still being able to build the new Town Hall at the downtown location.

10.  The Town Council discussed with John Bach Phase II of the Wellness Program.  Mr. Bach stated that Amy Pleasant from the Hammond Clinic was preparing an agreement.

11. The Town Council discussed with Chief Hojnicki the need to further modify the Salary Ordinance to identify hours worked by police officers.  

12.   The Town Council discussed the Quad Town Safety Village and the need for the Town to pay their share of funding in the amount of $9,000.00 by the end of March.

13.   The Town Council discussed the 2006 contract for the “downtown” landscape services.

14.  The Town Council discussed with John Bach the bids for waste disposal.  There were two   bids, Able Disposal and Allied Waste, with Allied Waste being the low bidder.

15.  The Town Council discussed the need to extend the IT contract.  Town Manager Underkofler agreed to negotiate a contract, for the remainder of the year, with Ed Dabrowski of CBL. 

16.  The Town Council discussed with the Town Manager Underkofler the items that need to be on the agenda for the next regular Town Council Meeting.

There being no further business before the Town Council, the meeting of Monday, March 06, 2006 was adjourned, at 9:20 o’clock p.m.
