Memorandum of the Meeting

Special  Study Session

Twenty-Fifth Town Council of Highland

Tuesday, September 5, 2006

The special study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland was convened at the regular place, the Highland Municipal Building, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana, in the plenary meeting room on Tuesday, September 5, 2006 at the regular time, 7:00 o’clock p.m.

Silent Roll Call: Councilors Joseph Wszolek, Robert Helmer, Mark Herak, and Dan Dernulc were present.  Councilor Zemen arrived at 8:05 o’clock p.m. The Clerk-Treasurer Michael W. Griffin was present to memorialize the proceedings. Also the Town Clerk-Treasurer and Councilor Herak were delayed owing to the meeting of the Board of Sanitary Commissioners.

Richard Underkofler, Town Manager; Peter T. Hojnicki, Metropolitan Police Chief  were   also present. 

Rex Burton of the Redevelopment Commission and Dan Stombaugh of the Metropolitan Police Commission were also present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the exploration of the possible withdrawal from the IURC owing to the recent contract with the City of Hammond for potable water supply and the new rate of 46 cents per 1,000 gallons plus the 4 cents per 1,000 gallons.

2.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed a request from a resident who wished to allow the Town of Highland to discuss whether or not the US Flag should be stored by the Town as a caretaker. The Town Council President suggested that the Highland Historical Society serve as a better custodian.

3.
The Town Council discussed the items in the agenda for the meeting on September 11, 2006.

4.
The Town Council, the Town Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer discussed the current state of the budget for the Civil Town.

The discussion included a request from Quad Town Safety Village for a $50,000 contribution to cover its needs.


There was a discussion about impacts of certain proposed cuts on the budget to the Metropolitan Police Department. The discussion included discussing the police support services administrator, parking take home cars, and the number of authorized fix strength officers.


The discussion included recommended cuts in other departments and the allocation of 2/3rd of the Town Manager fees to the two (2) utilities.

5.
The Town Council discussed a request for circulating a part-time position for the Fire Chief’s son who applied for a part-time position. There was a discussion regarding the hiring of  a relative and the issue of whether or not to advertise the part-time post.

There was no further discussion or matters before the board. The regular study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of Highland was adjourned at 10:00  o’clock p.m.
