General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council, Town Council Attorney and the Town Manager conducted review and mark-up of a draft ordinance to waive or refund fees associated with Building Permits required in consequence of the storm event of September 12-13, 2006. Modifications were adopted by general consent.

2.
Waiver and Refund Ordinance. Councilor Dernulc introduced the Ordinance No. 1331, and moved for its consideration at the same meeting of introduction. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call, a unanimous vote being necessary, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The ordinance could be considered.


Councilor Dernulc moved for the passage and adoption of the ordinance at the same meeting of introduction. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, a 2/3rd vote being necessary, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The ordinance was adopted.

ORDINANCE No. 1331

of the

TOWN of HIGHLAND, INDIANA

AN ORDINANCE WAIVING PERMIT FEES FOR RESTORING STRUCTURES DAMAGED BY THE SEPTEMBER 2006 STORM EVENT 

WHEREAS, IC 36-1-3-2 and IC 36-1-3-6(b)(1) confer upon local units of government the powers that they need for the effective operation of government as to local affairs and prescribe the manner and form of enactment for any such exercise of power; 

WHEREAS, heavy rains swept through Lake County on September 12 and 13, 2006 that resulted in flooding, sewer backup, damage to personal property and structures within the Town of Highland;  

WHEREAS, a state of disaster emergency was declared by Chief Executive Officers of  the Town of Highland, Lake County and the State of Indiana; 

WHEREAS, the Town Council desires to provide financial assistance to homeowners who will be incurring costs to restore their damaged structures. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows: 

Section 1. The Building Commissioner is hereby authorized and directed to waive or refund building, electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilation, air conditioning and any other miscellaneous permit and inspection fees established by Chapter 210 Title 21 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Highland that would apply to restoring structures damaged by the September 2006 storm event. 

Section 2. Waiver or refund of said fees is subject to written certifications from both the contractor and either the property owner or any person having a leasehold interest in the property that permit fees have been excluded in the scope of the storm restoration project contract. 

Section 3. The provisions set forth in this ordinance shall become and remain in full force and effect thereafter, immediately following the date of its passage and adoption upon its signature by the executive in the manner prescribed by IC 36-5-2-10(a). This ordinance shall remain in effect until October 1, 2007 or until amended by the Town Council. 

Section 4. This ordinance amends only those sections that pertain to building, electrical, plumbing, heating, ventilation, air conditioning and any other miscellaneous permit and inspection fees established by Chapter 210 Title 21 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Highland. In all other respects, the provisions of Chapter 210 Title 21 of the Code of Ordinances of the Town of Highland remain in full force and effect. 

Introduced and Filed on the 30th day of September 2006. Consideration on the same day at same meeting of introduction was approved pursuant to IC 36-5-2-9.8. 

DULY ORDAINED and ADOPTED this 30th Day of September 2006 by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, having been passed by a vote of five in favor and none opposed.
