The regular study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland was convened at the regular place, the Highland Municipal Building, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana, in the plenary meeting room on Monday, October 02, 2006 at 7:10 o’clock p.m.

Silent Roll Call: Councilors Joseph Wszolek, Bernie Zemen and Robert Helmer. Councilor Daniel Dernulc arrived at 7:13 o’clock p.m. and Councilor Mark Herak arrived at 7:20 o’clock p.m. Encumbering Officer Shirley Frankiewicz was present to memorialize the proceedings.

Richard Underkofler, Town Manager was present.


Lake County Surveyor George Van Til, B.J. Zandstra and Greg White of the Lake County Surveyor’s Office were also present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Lake County Surveyor and his staff gave a presentation on the September 13, 2006 Flood. They produced and provided a large map with color-coded dots showed the property damage in the Town of Highland. The Lake County Surveyor opined that an additional 20% property damaged went unreported.


The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed its desire to incorporate more information to the map such as drains, sewer lines etc. They further discussed the prospects of entering into an agreement with the Lake County Surveyor and his GIS Software Company to support the enhanced mapping. 


With leave from the Town Council, the Lake County Surveyor stayed until 8:05 0’clock p.m. to answer resident’s questions.

Several residents arrived with questions and concerns about the flood and vacation of Kenilworth Avenue. Some residents had flooding for the first time and need an answer as to why it happen and what the Town was going to do to prevent this from happening again.


Jim Weiser and Dave Allard and several residents from Brantwood gave the pros and cons about closing the street and how it will affect them.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed whether or not the ordinance regulating R.V. parking be changed or that it be enforced under its current terms.

The Town Council discussed a request from St. James Church to display banners for their craft show on November 11, 2006.

The Town Council discussed whether or not the existing park staff or the contracting landscaper, Sunshine Landscaping, should also care for the tulips in the planter at Main Square near the fifth street side.

The Town Council discussed  the request of the Police Department and V.I.P.S to auction unclaimed bikes and other items.

The Town Council discussed with the Town Manager his proposal to have the management from Highland Grove to sign an agreement with the Police Department for special patrol zone services.

The Town Council discussed instructing the Sanitary District and the Town Manager to check into sewer problems and which engineering firm should be selected to perform the system study.
