Memorandum of the Meeting 

Regular Study Session

Twenty-Fifth Town Council of Highland

Monday, October 16, 2006

The regular study session of the Twenty-Fifth Town Council of the Town of Highland was convened at the regular place, the Highland Municipal Building, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana in the plenary meeting room on Monday, October 16,2006 at 7:10 o’clock p.m.

Silent Roll Call: Councilors Joseph Wszolek, Bernie Zemen and Robert Helmer. Councilor Mark Herak arrived at 7:32 o’clock p.m. Councilor Dernulc was absent. The Encumbering Officer Shirley Frankiewicz was present to memorialize the proceedings.

Richard Underkofler, Town Manager, was present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed

1.
The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed establishing a date, time and place for the town meeting in response to the September 13, 2006 flood. The discussion included the establishment of an advisory committee to deal with the issue of selecting an engineering firm to study the Stormwater system. The discussion included who should be on the committee.  


Under the discussion, the Town Council determined that it should be composed of 2 citizens 1 from the north side of town and 1 from the south of town. The names of Mr. Eder and Mr. Magley were mentioned. Councilors Robert Helmer, Joseph Wszolek, Public Works Director John Bach and Town Manager Richard Underkofler will also serve on the committee. Don Downey and Gus Hawkins from the Sanitary Board were also suggested.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the meeting time for a mandatory pre-proposal Meeting to be held on October 26, 2006 at the Town Hall. It was changed to 7:30 o’clock a.m. This procedure is to select an engineering consultant relative to the Stormwater system study.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the need for enforcement of the ordinance regarding truck deliveries and parking on Kenilworth Street.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed the improvement of the intersection of 45th Avenue at Cline Avenue. It was noted that Federal grant funds might be available to underwrite some of the cost. It was further reported that the Town of Griffith has requested matching funds from the Town of Highland.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed a recommendation from Councilor Dernulc to contribute $2000 to the Quad Town Safety Village. During discussion some councilors expressed a desire to know what marketing plan the Quad Town may have established prior to granting more money to the Quad Town Safety Village. Councilor Dernulc consented to ask other towns what they are contributing to the village.

The Town Council and the Town Manager discussed a request by the Public Works Director to pass on supervision of the meter reader’s to the office of the Clerk-Treasurer.

The Town Manager read a draft agenda of the upcoming Town Council Meetings.
