General Substance of Matters Discussed.

The session was opened with Council President Joseph Wszolek leading the pledge of allegiance to the United States Flag and offering a prayer.

Public Hearing and Comment. The Town Council President called the public hearing to order and read opening remarks regarding the public hearing and the CDBG program.

1. Jim Steiner, 2933 Condit Street, Highland, inquired about the grant amount, indicating he did not believe that the amount was very much.


Mr. Mitch King commented on Mr. Steiner’s inquiring, explaining the annually declining amounts that have been available under the program.

Jim Diehl, 10104 Kennedy Avenue, Highland, suggested that sidewalks and streetlights should be provided along Kennedy Avenue, south of 45th Avenue.

There were no further comments. The hearing was closed. A colloquy ensued between the Town Council and Mr. King regarding the lawful uses of CDBG funds, particularly related to supporting the costs of ADA compliance in the possible refurbishment of Main Square Park.

The Town has general knowledge of the proposed uses of such funds and is cognizant of the conditions that are imposed in the undertaking and carrying out of community development activities and undertaking with federal financial assistance under Title I, including those prohibiting discrimination because of race, color, creed, sex, or national origin;


Now, therefore, be it resolved, by the Town Council of the Town of  Highland, Lake County, Indiana:


Section 1. 
That the President of the Highland Town Council is hereby authorized to file a Project Proposal  for Funds under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended to date, with Lake County, Indiana and provide all information and assurances as may be necessary under the Act;

That the Affirmative Action Program associated with this application is hereby approved and the Town Council President is authorized to execute by his signature such documents as may be necessary to support and implement this application;

Resolution No. 2006-10: A Resolution Adopting an Employment Agreement between the Town of Highland and Richard Underkofler for his performance of the duties associated with the position of Town Manager for the Town. Councilor Helmer moved the passage and adoption of Resolution No. 2006-10. Councilor Dernulc seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were four affirmatives and no negatives. With Councilors Zemen, Helmer, Dernulc and Wszolek voting in the affirmative and Councilor Herak voting in the negative, the motion passed. The resolution was adopted.


Under discussion but before the vote, Councilor Herak indicated his opposition to the appointment of a Town Manager in what he characterized as the polarized climate among the Town Council. He further noted that if the resolution passed, he would not be an obstructionist and would work with the Town Manager.


Under discussion but before the vote, Councilor Zemen noted that he previously opposed this position, but further noted that the total cost of the Manager will be under $100,000 since he was abjuring a vehicle and a secretary. He further noted that owing to the lowered costs, he would support the appointment. Finally, Councilor Zemen further noted that he would oppose any effort to later allow hiring a secretary or providing a car.

Whereas, CBL Consulting, Inc, an information technology firm, has consented to provide professional services related to certain support needs related to the information technology of the several departments of the municipality; and


Whereas, As purchasing agency, the Town Council may purchase services using any procedure it considers appropriate, pursuant to IC 5-22-6-1; and


Whereas, The Highland Municipal Code provides that, the Town Council may make all contracts for professional services on the basis of competence and qualifications for the type of services to be performed, and negotiate compensation that the public agency determines to be reasonable, pursuant to Section §31.62; and


Whereas, There are sufficient and available appropriations balances on hand to support the payments for these services under the agreement, pursuant to IC 5-22-17-3(e); and


Whereas, The Town of Highland, through its Town Council now desires to accept and approve the agreement for services as herein described.


Now Therefore be it Ordered by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana; 


Section 1. 
That the letter proposal serving as an agreement (incorporated by reference and made a part of this Order) between CBL Consulting Incorporated, and the Town of Highland, to provide professional information technology support services for the month of March 2006 as described in the letter proposal is hereby approved, adopted and ratified in each and every respect;

That the charges under the agreement for the services, which include performing routine and necessary maintenance on equipment identified in the letter proposal, assisting in resolving client end  issues with 3rd party hardware or software and if necessary, perform necessary training to town staff to alleviate client based issues with software, perform data protection services for town information work product, continue analysis related to a possible conversion to the Spillman Software Law Enforcement Application, and work associated with the Redevelopment Wireless Network  are found to be reasonable and fair, all pursuant to IC 5-22-6-1 and Section § 31.62 of the municipal code;

That the terms under the agreement for all the services, should reflect a not to exceed amount of six thousand, three hundred  ($6,300) dollars;

That the executive departments of municipality may use the services according to the terms of the agreement;

That the Town Council President be authorized to execute any agreement under the terms of this order with his signature as attested thereto by the Clerk-Treasurer.

Councilor Zemen reported from the Metropolitan Police Department that interviews for part-time dispatchers and part-time records clerks were underway.

Councilor Herak reported that the Board of Waterworks Directors had initiated its renewal of its potable water source agreement with the City  of Hammond, noting the current agreement expires in October of 2006.


Councilor Herak reported that the Board of Sanitary Commissioners received a briefing from Reggie Korthaus of the Northwestern Indiana Regional Planning Commission (NIRPC) regarding its work assisting with the Phase II public education compliance for the US EPA and IDEM’s guidelines for Storm water Management.

Councilor Helmer offered a summary on the matters before the Plan Commission.

•
Councilor Dernulc reported through the Fire Chief that he was assisting in hosting an Indiana Fire Chief’s Association Meeting at the Lake County Convention and Visitors Center; NIMS (National Incident Management System) Program Training was introduced last week, with approximately fifty persons being certified.


Councilor Dernulc also reported on the status of the VIPS (volunteers in policing program), noting that 2,000 task hours had been logged among the volunteers.

Council President Wszolek reported that there was a Redevelopment Commission meeting to be conducted on March 8, 2006 and that a special study session was scheduled for Saturday, March 4, 2006.

With leave from the Town Council, Council President Wszolek and the Public Works Director discussed a resident reported concern about apparent disrepair at the corner of Garfield and Parrish Avenue, apparently owing to heavy truck traffic believed to be associated with the Little Calumet River Basin Development Commission’s flood control work on the Highland Levee.  The Council President inquired about the plan if any to make repairs and whether or not they could be borne by the construction firms employing the trucks, if the disrepair was attributable to the traffic.


Business from the Floor

1.
Joe Bartok, 9324 Spring Creek Drive, Highland, inquired seeking clarification about the newly appointed Town Manager’s abjuring of a municipal provided vehicle and secretary. It was confirmed that this was in fact true. Further, it was noted that the Town Manager would not be using the municipal group health insurance.

2.
Wally Evans, 3555 Wirth Road, Highland, inquired why the contract for the Town Manager was set to expire on 31 December 2007 and what if any severance provisions were included in the agreement with the Town Manager. Mr. Evans was advised that the ending date was based upon the governing state law regarding the hiring of Town Managers and that a “liquidated damages” provision was identified that if the Town Manager was discharged prior to the end of the employment agreement term, damages would be fixed at four months salary for the Town Manager.

3.
Jim Milligan, 3143 Eder Street, Highland, inquired about the provisions in the enabling ordinance that permitted the Town Manager to discharge, remove, or transfer town employees, if necessary for the welfare of the town. It was explained that this power was not as broad as may be perceived at first reading and was subject to existing laws regarding the staff of the clerk-treasurer, and the hiring authority of certain boards or commissions related to their department heads and employees.

Carl Kimmer, ___________, Hammond, expressed his opposition to assisting the City of Hammond with its redevelopment of the River Park Apartments Site, including the razing of those buildings.

5.
Jim Milligan, 3143 Eder Street, Highland, inquired whether or not the city of Hammond would use the money that would be provided by the Town of Highland to build a wall between the communities.

6.
Jerry Pawchak, 3116 Lakeside Drive, Highland, expressed his pleasure with the Town and commended its services, and thanked the officials for it.

7.
Jim Steiner, _____ Condit, Highland, expressed his concern that the Town of Highland may not have any input or influence on what the City of Hammond would locate at the redeveloped site.

8.
Allan Pederson, 3437 Franklin Street, Highland, inquired why other Hammond City Councilors, besides the two that had indicated their financial participation, had not offered to participate and use their discretionary “gaming funds” to assist with the River Park Apartments Redevelopment Project.


Mr. Pederson again expressed his concerns about the proposed loan to Hammond for the Redevelopment Project of razing the River Park Apartments and reclaiming the site for redevelopment and whether or not it benefited the Town of Highland.

Alex Brown, Parks and Recreation Superintendent, noted his recent health issue and thanked the many residents for their expressions of cheer and goodwill during his convalescence.

Jim Steiner, _____ Condit, Highland inquired if an artist’s rendering existed of the proposed improvements at Main Square Park.

John Bach, Public Works Director; Kenneth Mika, Building Commissioner; Peter T. Hojnicki, Metropolitan Police Chief; Cecile Petro, Redevelopment Director; and William Timmer, CFOD, Fire Chief were also present.

Ed Dabrowski of the Park and Recreation Board was also present.

Dan Gardner, Little Calumet River Basin Development Commission Executive Director; Bill Biller, Little Calumet River Basin Development Commission Chairman; Bob Hoffman, Little Calumet River Basin Development Commission member; Imad Samara, US Army Corps of Engineers; and Doug Anderson, US Army Corps of Engineers were also present.

General Substance of Matters Discussed.

 1.
Mr. Gardner, Executive Director of the Little Calumet River Basin Development Commission, made a presentation to the Town Council and to residents who were present and regarding the status of the Flood Control Project for the Little Calumet River, Phase VI.


Mr. Gardner represented that completion of the Project was set for October 2008. It was further noted that Congressman Visclosky expressed his desire that the project be completed by January of 2009. It was further noted that once the project was 80% complete and 100% funded, the steps to revise the Flood Maps that would remove the affected properties from the flood zones could begin.


Several residents complained about the construction debris and garbage that was apparently left by contractors associated with the flood control project. In addition, the residents reported that there was sand and dirt blowing and inadequately contained during the construction.  Some of the debris was reported to be in streets and in the Homestead Park.


Residents reported that the vicinity of 81st Street and Johnston experienced damage and as well as the previously described complaints.
