An Ordinance to Repeal Chapter 212 of the Highland Municipal Code, Repealing All Ordinances in Conflict Therewith, and Declaring an Emergency
Whereas, I.C. 36-1-3-4(b) specifically provides that a unit of local government has all powers granted it by statute and all other powers necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs, even though not granted by statute;and

Whereas, IC 36-7-4 specifically provides that a unit of local government shall govern planning and development according to its terms and provisions;

Whereas, 
The Highland Town Council has determined that the amendment of the Highland Municipal Code regarding its provisions dealing with the municipal plan commission and the redevelopment commission to be an exercise of local authority consistent with the provisions of IC 37-7-4, IC 36-7-14 and IC 36-1-3 and necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs;

Whereas, 
The Highland Town Council has further determined that the amendment of the Highland Municipal Code regarding its provisions dealing with regulating signs, located in Chapter 212, is duplicative of preferable provisions located in the zoning code, located in Section § 214.254, so that correcting this duplication would further perfect the municipal code;and

Whereas, 
It would be and is in the best interest of the Town of Highland and would eliminate undue confusion in policy and enforcement to enact such an amendment to correct the duplication of provisions of the Highland Municipal Code;

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That Chapter 212 titled Sign Regulation of the Highland Municipal Code be hereby repealed in its entirety in order end confusion and duplication with the provisions of 214 which govern temporary and other signs.

Section 2. 
That all provisions of ordinances in conflict with the provisions hereof are hereby repealed.


Section 3. 
That an emergency exists, so this ordinance shall become and be in full force and effect from and after the date of its adoption, passage and publication in the manner prescribed by law and until its subsequent amendment or repeal by proper ordinance.

Introduced and filed by Councilor Herak at the Town Council Meeting of 27 February 2006. There was no further action. Councilor Herak moved the passage and adoption of Ordinance No. 1309. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The ordinance was adopted.

Ordinance No. 1309

An Ordinance Amending the Highland Municipal Code Chapter 30 Dividing the Town into Districts for the Purpose of Conducting Elections of Town Council Members, Repealing All Ordinances in Conflict Therewith, And Declaring an Emergency.

Whereas, I.C. 36-5-2-4.1 is the statutory authority for Council Members, by ordinance, to divide the Town into districts for the purpose of conducting elections of Town Council members;and


Whereas, IC 36-5-2-4.1 (g), provides that the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Indiana was required in 2002 to perform a reapportionment of its legislative districts, but provides that the division of the legislative districts may be made in any other year;


Whereas, It would be and is in the best interests of the Town of Highland to adopt an ordinance to implement the provisions of I.C. 36-5-2-4.1.


Now, therefore, be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That the Municipal Code be amended by deleting Section §30.05 in its entirety and replacing it with a new section to be styled as Section § 30.05 to be called Election Districts of the Town Council, which shall read as follows:

§ 30.05 
ELECTION DISTRICTS of the TOWN COUNCIL
(A)
The Town shall be divided into five (5) election districts;

(B)
The Town Council shall be comprised of five members with one (1) member from each district;

(C) Each member of the Town Council shall reside in the district that he or she represents as member of the Town Council and from which he or she was elected; 

(D)
The members of the Town Council shall  be elected at large by the voters of the whole Town.

(E)
In order to carry out the purposes of conducting town council elections, the Town is hereby divided into five (5) districts, as shown on the official district map which, together with all explanatory matters thereon, is hereby adopted  by reference and made a part of this code.

(F)
The five (5) election districts are hereby established and fixed as depicted, described and particularly identified and set forth in the Table of Special Ordinances and to the extent that they possess the proper nexus to §30.05, are a part of this code.

(G) 
A reference in this code to the boundary of a political subdivision, a precinct boundary, or an election district boundary refers to the precinct or boundary as the precinct or boundary existed on the date of adoption of the ordinance. A change in the boundary of a political subdivision, precinct, or election district following the date of adoption of the ordinance does not alter the boundaries of the election districts established by this ordinance, pursuant to IC 36-1-6-10.

Section 2. 
That the Municipal Code be amended by deleting the existing element styled as Town Council Election Districts Described located in the Table of Special Ordinances to be replaced with a new element to be styled as II. Town Council Election Districts Described, which shall read as follows:

Councilor Zemen moved to accept the Alternate Bid of Allied Waste Services for Refuse and Recyclables Collection and Disposal for a four-year term beginning on April 1, 2006 and ending on March 31, 2010 as the Lowest Responsive and Responsible Bid and to instruct the Town Attorney to prepare an agreement between Allied Waste Services and the Town of Highland, pursuant to the terms contained in the specifications, for consideration at the March 27, 2006 Town Council meeting. Councilor Dernulc seconded. Upon a vote viva voce, the motion passed. The bids were accepted and approved.
On March 1, 2006 we received bids for the Collection and Disposal of Refuse and Recyclables pursuant to our Invitation to Bid.  The current contract expires on March 31, 2006.  Following is the bid tabulation.

The motion passed. The proposal was accepted and approved.

Councilor Zemen reported from the Metropolitan Police Department that interviews under emergency hiring were being conducted; Traffic Safety Committee was reviewing the Abandoned and Junk Vehicle Ordinance perhaps to enhance it.

Councilor Herak reported that informal discussions had been initiated with the City of Hammond Waterworks regarding renewal of the water supply agreement which expires in October 2006.


The Board of Sanitary Commissioners was sponsoring a public information meeting for affected residents regarding the installation of a 60” storm-line and a new pump station, in the north end.

•
Councilor Helmer reported on a recent air quality environmental test that was commissioned. Councilor Helmer summarized that report indicated that HVAC ducts throughout the building should be cleaned; carpeting in certain areas should be removed and water stained ceiling tiles should be replaced.

Councilor Dernulc reported that the Volunteers in policing (VIPS) had conducted enforcement of the out of state license tag violations, writing about 90 citations for offenders.

Council President Wszolek reported that the Highland Redevelopment Commission would be taking up the agreement between the Hammond Redevelopment Commission and the Highland Redevelopment Commission.

The Council President reported that a summary of report of the public survey related to the possible construction of a new Town Hall and or police facility was now completed by Jacobs and Macjiewski. He also noted that the Land Survey was completed at the site of the Highway Avenue Municipal Parking Lot. 


Comments from the Public for Matters not on the Agenda

Joe Bartok, 9324 Spring Creek Drive, Highland, inquired about the status of a once posited idea related to swapping the site of the current gasoline station on the southwest corner of Highway and Kennedy Avenues with the vacant, Town owned property on the Southeast corner of the same intersection. (Mr. Bartok was advised that that plan was no longer being considered.)


A colloquy ensued between and among the Town Council and Mr. Bartok about various sites in town that may be desirable for constructing a new Town Hall and or police administrative building. Some of the sites mentioned but not necessarily favored, were the vacant site of the former Shaver Pontiac Dealership on 45th Avenue.

2.
Wally Evans, 3535 Wirth Road, Highland, expressed his belief that the police department needs a new or refurbished facility.


Mr. Evans also suggested that due care should be exercised in fixing the terms of any new contract for solid waste collection. Mr. Evans relayed his experience from Ludington Michigan in which tags were supposed to be eliminated and some related confusion that ensued.

3.
Russ Tomjanovich, 3106 44th Street, Highland, identified himself as a member of the Quad Town Safety Village Board of Directors, reporting that the Quad Town Safety Village was progressing.


Mr. Tomjanovich also reported that the he believed that the lot light for the Iggy’s Car Dealership on the southwest corner of Indianapolis Boulevard and Ridge Road, created a blinding glare in some instances. He asked that perhaps the dealer be directed to redirect the light.

4.
John Jage, 8957 Cottage Grove, Highland, expressed his approval of the Highland-Hammond Joint Redevelopment initiative that would assist in the removal of the River Park Apartments.  Mr. Jage also commended the idea of appointing a Town Manager.

5.
Rick Volbrecht, 9221 Parkway Drive, Highland, offered his observations regarding the manner in which the Town Manager was appointed. Mr. Volbrecht offered a compliment to the Town manager as being the sort of person who could work in a divided environment, being appointed by a 3-2 vote and what Mr. Volbrecht perceived to be the current public mood.

Payment of Accounts Payable Vouchers. There being no further business from the floor, Councilor Helmer moved to allow the accounts payable vouchers as filed on the pending pay docket, covering the period February 28, 2006 through to March 13, 2005.  Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The accounts payable vouchers were allowed and the clerk-treasurer was authorized to make payment.
