Councilor Dernulc introduced and filed the Enactment No. 2006-35. There was no further action.

 (d) Action on Appropriation Enactment No. 2006-36: An Enactment Appropriating Additional Moneys in Excess of the 2006 Budget in the Motor Highway Vehicle Fund. If approved, provides $21,800 to be added to existing funds in the MVH Fund, the Sewageworks and the Waterworks, to support a shared purchase of a Front-end Loader.



Councilor Zemen introduced and filed Enactment No. 2006-36. There was no further action.

2.  Municipal Plan Commission Docket Proposed Rezoning for 9447 and 9449 Spring Street: Request for Zoning Map Amendment, Mark and Maddalina Santino, Petitioner. At its meeting of 15 March 2006, the Municipal Plan Commission by a count of four in favor, and three opposed voted to send an unfavorable recommendation regarding the request for the zoning map change to the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, codified as Chapter 214 of the Highland Municipal Code, pursuant to IC 36-7-4-608. 

(a) Certification from Municipal Plan Commission, reporting an unfavorable recommendation, to rezone the place commonly described at 9447 and 9449 Spring Street, Highland, from its current zoning of R1A, Single Family Residential (Large Lot) to R2 Single and Two Family Residential District. The findings of facts were memorialized and approved at its meeting of 19 April 2006, the findings were approved.

Upon a roll call vote, a two-thirds vote being necessary to close nominations, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. Councilor Wszolek was appointed.

Introduced Ordinance No. 1314: An Ordinance revising and Amending the Highland Municipal Code, CHAPTER 170, PARTICULARLY REGARDING THE FEES CHARGED FOR THE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM of the Town, particularly, all pursuant to IC 36-1-5 and IC 36-9-30 et seq. Proposed increases each year for four years. Introduced and filed by Councilor Herak at meeting of 27 March 2007. At the Town Council meeting of Monday, April 24, 2006, Councilor Helmer moved its adoption but no second to the motion was attained. If adopted, monthly charge to be increased from $11.75 to the following monthly charges:

Councilor Dernulc moved the passage an adoption of Ordinance No. 1314. Councilor Zemen seconded. Before the roll call, a motion to amend was defeated. (Details follow) Upon a roll call vote, there were four affirmatives and one negative. With Councilors Zemen, Helmer, Dernulc and Wszolek voting in the affirmative and Councilor Herak voting in the negative, the motion passed. The ordinance was adopted.


Councilor Herak moved to amend the Ordinance to delete increases scheduled for April 1, 2008 and April 1, 2009, while retaining those increases scheduled for June 1, 2006 and April 1, 2007. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were three negatives and two affirmatives. With Councilors Helmer, Dernulc and Wszolek voting in the negative and Councilors Herak and Zemen voting in the affirmative, the motion filed. The amendment was not adopted.


Councilor Herak indicated he thought that a review of costs associated with the service could be reviewed and perhaps costs could be somehow reduced from the solid waste program and reduce the requirement for the increases.


It was noted that the monthly vendor charge to the Town for weekly household collection is $12.19 per household per month. It was further noted that Yard waste tags were no longer required for disposal of yard clippings.

ORDINANCE No. 1314

of the

TOWN of HIGHLAND, INDIANA

An Ordinance revising and Amending the Highland Municipal Code, CHAPTER 170, PARTICULARLY REGARDING THE FEES CHARGED FOR THE SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM of the Town, Particularly, all pursuant to IC 36-1-5  and IC 36-9-30 et seq.
Whereas, Title 36, Article 1, Chapter 5 of the Indiana Code provides that the legislative body of a unit shall codify, revise, rearrange, or compile the ordinances of the unit into a complete, simplified code excluding formal parts of the ordinances

Whereas, The legislative body of the this unit, the Town of Highland, is the Town Council, pursuant to IC 36-1-2-9(5) and IC 36-5-2-2;

Whereas, The Town Council, is persuaded that it is necessary to make certain technical corrections to the current code of ordinances in order to further perfect the operation of the municipally and to advance the public interest; and

Whereas, The Indiana Code further provides under IC 36-1-4 for the general powers of units to provide for the operation of a government;

Whereas, The Indiana Code still further provides under IC 36-1-3 certain powers granted expressly by statute and powers deemed necessary or desirable in the conduct of municipal affairs;

Whereas, The Indiana Code still further provides under IC 36-9-2-16 and IC 36-9-30 that a unit may regulate the furnishing of the service of collecting, processing, and disposing of waste substances and domestic or sanitary sewage including the power to fix the price to be charged for that service;

Whereas, The Town Council determines that certain amendments to certain provisions of the Highland Code of Ordinances to be necessary or desirable in the conduct of municipal affairs and consistent with the laws of the state governing the operation of a government;

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:

Section 1.
