ORDINANCE No. 1320

An Ordinance of the Town of Highland, Indiana concerning park improvements by the Highland Park and Recreation Board through the issuance and sale of bonds, and other matters connected therewith

WHEREAS, The Park and Recreation Board ("Board") of the Town of Highland ("Town") has determined to issue bonds in an amount not to exceed $1,850,000 for the purpose of:  (1) acquiring a parcel of land located at 9228 Kleinman Road consisting of approximately six (6) acres of land for the expansion of Sheppard Park to include additional soccer fields ("Purchased Parcel"); and (2) improvements to be constructed on the Purchased Parcel and other parks already owned and operated by the Board together with necessary appurtenances, related improvements and equipment as further set forth in Exhibit A (collectively, "Projects"); and

WHEREAS, The Town Council of the Town is authorized by IC 36‑10‑3‑25 to approve the issuance of bonds of the Highland Park and Recreation District ("Park District");

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF HIGHLAND, INDIANA, THAT:


Section 1.
The Town Council hereby approves the issuance of bonds of the Park District by the Board in the amount not to exceed $1,850,000 to apply on the cost of the Projects.


Section 2. 
The Town represents that:



(i)
The bonds are not private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code;


(ii)
The Town hereby designates the bonds as qualified tax‑exempt obligations for purposes of Section 265(b) of the Code;


(iii)
The reasonably anticipated amount of qualified tax‑exempt obligations (including qualified 501(c)(3) obligations and tax‑exempt leases but excluding other private activity bonds) which will be issued by the Town and all entities subordinate to the Town during 2006 does not exceed $10,000,000; and


(iv)
The Town, any body acting in the name of the Town, and any entities subordinate to the Town, have not designated and will not designate more than $10,000,000 of qualified tax‑exempt obligations during 2006.Therefore, the Town expects the bonds to qualify for the exception in the Code from the disallowance of 100% of the deduction by financial institutions of interest expense allocable to newly acquired tax‑exempt obligations.

Section 3.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND PROVISIONS IN THE COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS ORDINANCE TO FORMALLY CHANGE HOURS OF WORK IN THE POLICE DEPARTMENT FROM 38.5 TO 39.88 AVERAGE HOURS PER WORK WEEK FOR THE PATROL DIVISION AND 40 AVERAGE HOURS PER WORK WEEK FOR ALL OTHER EMPLOYEES OF THE DEPARTMENT


WHEREAS, Title 36, Article 1 Chapter 4 of the Indiana Code confers certain general corporate powers on the several units of government in Indiana;


WHEREAS, Section Fifteen of that Chapter specifically provides that a unit of government may fix the level of compensation of its officers and employees; and


WHEREAS, I.C. 36-5-3-2 further provides in pertinent part that the town legislative body shall provide reasonable compensation for the town officers and employees;


WHEREAS, 
The Town Council of the Town of Highland has been advised that modification to certain provisions of Ordinance No. 1053, first passed and adopted December 30, 1996, known as the Compensation and Benefits Ordinance, commonly called the Employee Handbook, as amended, from time to time, as amended, would be desirable;


WHEREAS, 
The Town Council of the Town of Highland, as the town legislative body, now desires to modify and fix the compensation of its elected officers, appointed officers and employees of the Town for the year ensuing and to further perfect the compensation and benefits ordinance,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1: 
That Ordinance No. 1053, first passed and adopted December 30, 1996, known as the Compensation and Benefits Ordinance, commonly called the Employee Handbook, as amended, from time to time, be further amended as follows:
Amend those provisions, which begin with the small title styled as “Special Sworn Staff Provisions” by repealing them in their entirety and then replacing it with new provisions, which shall read as follows:

Special Sworn Staff Applications

Patrol Division officers work on a twenty-four day work cycle beginning with the first day of the cycle on a 4 days on and 2 days off schedule with an 8.5 hour work day, 39.88 hour work week. Pursuant to the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA), the maximum number of hours to be worked prior to time and one half compensation for overtime is 147 hours for the twenty-four day work cycle. 

Criminal Investigations Division officers and officers assigned to administration and specialty positions (School Resource Officer, Technology & Training Officer, Support Services Administrator, etc.) work on a 5 days on 2 days off schedule with an 8 hour work day, 40 hour work week in a twenty-eight (28) day work cycle beginning on a Monday and ending on a Saturday of the twenty-eighth day of the cycle.  No additional compensation will be given for the disparity between this schedule and the schedule for the Patrol Division. Criminal Investigations Division officers and other officers assigned to a twenty-eight day work cycle must work one hundred seventy-one (171) physical hours before being paid at time and one-half during the twenty-eight day cycle. Any overtime hours under one hundred seventy-two (172) will be paid at straight time. 

Straight-time (hour for hour) in the form of compensatory time or the employee’s hourly rate of pay, will be given for overtime worked up to the FLSA maximums, at which the rate of payment will be one and one half time, in the form of compensatory time or the employee’s hourly rate of pay, for those hours worked above the maximums as set forth in the FLSA overtime rules. 

Criminal Investigations Division (CID) officers may be assigned duties by the Chief of the Metropolitan Police Department in which the CID officer may be in coordinated schedule with Patrol Division. In such a case, the Criminal Investigations Division officers may be subject to the work cycle of the patrol division as directed by the Chief. 

An Officer who is on authorized assignment to a multi-agency Federal, State and Local Law Enforcement agency will work on a seven-day work cycle beginning with the first day of the seven-day workweek. Such an officer must work forty-three (43) physical hours before being paid at time and one-half during the seven-day cycle. Any overtime hours under forty-three (43) will be paid at straight time.

In addition to the preceding provisions, no scheduling protocol / work cycle or change of scheduling protocol / work cycle, which pertains to a particular division, detail or assignment may be implemented without the express approval of the Town Council. This does not include non-recurrent changes for particular individuals.


Section 2. 
That any and all compensation which may have been paid or earned pursuant to the terms of the scheduling scheme contemplated by this ordinance but prior to its adoption are hereby ratified and approved, all pursuant to IC 36-1-4, sections 15 and 16;


Section 3. 
That an emergency exists for the immediate taking affect of this Ordinance, which, subject to the provisions of this ordinance, shall become effective retroactive to March 1, 2006 and shall remain in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and adoption, pursuant to any effective dates herein described and until its repeal or amendment by subsequent enactment;
