Regular Meeting. The Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana met in its regular session on Monday, July 24, 2006 at 7:04 O’clock P.M. in the regular place, the meeting chambers of the Highland Municipal Building, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana.

Town Council Vice-President Dan Dernulc, as acting President, presided and the minutes were recorded by Clerk-Treasurer, Michael W. Griffin.

 The session was opened with Councilor Dernulc leading all in the pledge of allegiance to the United States Flag and offering a prayer.

Roll Call: Present on roll call were Councilors, Bernie Zemen, Mark Herak, Robert Helmer and Daniel Dernulc. The Clerk-Treasurer Michael W. Griffin was present to record the proceedings. A quorum was attained.

Consideration of Confirmatory Works Board Order No. 2006-14: An Order Confirming the Special Municipal General Improvement Fund Special Assessment Rolls for Property Owners Benefiting from the Cottage Grove Avenue Reconstruction Project. Councilor Herak moved to set the term for waivered payments of assessments on this project at 4 years, with a rate of 7.5%. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were four affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The Works Board Order was adopted.

A Confirming Order Adopting and Approving Municipal General Improvement Fund Final Special Assessment Rolls for Property Owners Benefiting from the Cottage Grove Avenue Reconstruction Project

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Ind. Code 36‑1‑2‑24, the Town Council is the works board for the Town of Highland, Indiana (the "Town"); and

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Ordinance No. 1084, adopted by the Town Council on March 23, 1998, the Town has established a Municipal General Improvement Fund to provide monies to construct, repair, reconstruct or improve certain streets, alleys, sidewalks, curbs, gutters and sewers within the Town; and

WHEREAS, Pursuant to Order of the Works No. 2006-09, the Town Council confirmed Resolution No. 2006-45 and determined that the benefits to accrue to the property liable to be assessed for reconstruction of curbs and sidewalks in the 8800 block of Cottage Grove Avenue (the “Improvements”) will be in excess of the maximum estimated cost of the Improvements; and

WHEREAS, The Town Council did adopt Works Board Order No. 2006-10 preliminarily approving an assessment roll for the Improvements, including the name and owner of each parcel of property abutting on and adjacent to such Improvement, a description of each parcel of such property, and the total assessment against each parcel of property, copies of which are attached hereto as Exhibit A (each, an "Assessment Roll"), has been prepared and filed with this Town Council; and

WHEREAS, The Town Council has held a public hearing, after publication of notice as required by law, and has received and heard all remonstrance from owners of property described in the notice regarding Works Board Order No. 2005-10; and

WHEREAS, The Town Council now desires to confirm preliminary Works Board Order No. 2005-10;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it Ordered by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:

Section 1.  That the Town Council hereby confirms Works Board Order No. 2005-10, adopted at its meeting of June 26, 2006;

Section 2.
That the Town Council hereby sustains the presumptive assessments as indicated on the Assessment Roll by confirming the presumptive assessment against each of the properties described in the Assessment Roll, which confirmation is based upon this Town Council’s findings concerning the special benefits that each property has received or will receive on account of the Improvements (as defined in Works Board Order No. 2005-10);

Section 3. 
The Town Council hereby directs that the Assessment Roll be delivered to the Clerk Treasurer, and that upon completion of the Improvements, the final Assessment Roll for the Improvements be delivered to the Clerk Treasurer for notification to each affected person and collection of the special assessments;

Section 4. 
The Town Council hereby determines that owners of properties described in the Assessment Roll may pay such assessments in annual installments over a period of four (4)  years, with interest accruing on such unpaid portions at an interest rate of 7.5% per annum, and also approves the substantially final form of Waiver Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “B”, to be entered into by the Town and each owner of property desiring to pay the assessments in annual installments.

This ordinance would authorize use of funds deposited to the Municipal Cumulative Development Fund as authorized by changes to the enabling state statutes. The maximum rate of property tax levy may not exceed 0.400 for 2006 Pay 2007. In subsequent years, the rate may be the maximum rate authorized by the enabling state statute or a lower rate as determined by the Department of Local Government Finance or the Town Council. The ordinance was introduced and filed by Councilor _______ at the Town Council meeting of ___________________.

An Ordinance to Amend the Highland Municipal Code by adding a new Chapter styled as Chapter 175 Capital Funds with provisions for a subchapter re-establishing the Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund in the Highland Municipal Code, all Pursuant to IC 36-1-3, IC 36-5-2, IC 36-9-15.5 and IC6-1.1-41  et seq.
Whereas, The Town Council is the fiscal body of the Town of Highland; 

Whereas, IC 36-9-15.5 authorizes municipalities to establish a cumulative capital development fund, its sources of revenue and its purposes; and,  

Whereas, IC 36-9-15.5  also authorizes municipalities to re-establish a cumulative capital development fund, should a municipal legislative body determine that such an action is desirable;
Whereas, IC 36-5-2-9 Provides that the legislative body may adopt ordinances and resolutions for the performance of functions of the town; and,

Whereas, IC 36-1-3-4 provides that the powers units have under IC 36-1-3-4(b)(1) are listed in various statutes, further noting that these statutes do not list the powers that units have under IC 36-1-3-4 (b)(2); therefore, the omission of a power from such a list does not imply that units lack that power; and

Whereas, IC 36-1-3-4 further provides that a unit has all powers granted it by statute as well as all other powers necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs, even though not granted by statute;

Whereas, The Town Council has determined that it would be desirable to re-establish its existing municipal cumulative capital development fund particularly to be sure to allow the fund to be used for all the lawful purposes set forth in IC 36-9-15.5; and

Whereas, 
The Town Council has determined that it is necessary, desirable and of great public benefit, to re-establish the fund herein referenced to support and carryout the lawful public purposes of the municipality; and

Whereas, 
It would be and is in the best interest of the Town of Highland to enact an ordinance as an amendment to the Highland Municipal Code in order to further perfect the operation of the Town;

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That the Highland Municipal Code be amended by adding a new Chapter to be numbered 175 and to be entitled: Capital Funds.

 
Section 2. 
That the Highland Municipal Code be amended by adding a new subchapter to be numbered 175.01 through 175.05 and to be titled Municipal Cumulative Capital Fund, which shall read as follows:

Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund

§ 175.01 ESTABLISHMENT

(A)
There is hereby authorized, created and established a fund of the Town of Highland, to be called the Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund, pursuant to IC 36-9-15.5 et seq.;


(B)
That the fund is dedicated and established to provide resources for the purposes permitted by IC 36-9-15.5 as may be amended from time to time and as set forth in this code;


(C)
That an ad valorum property tax levy will be imposed and the revenues from the levy will be retained and deposited in the Town of Highland Cumulative Capital Development Fund.


(D)
That the maximum rate of the levy herein described will not exceed .0400 per $100 Assessed Valuation for 2006 pay 2007 and thereafter and such time as the fund may be rescinded or the rate reduced by action of the Town Council.


(E)
That the Town of Highland Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund is established until such time as the fund is repealed or rescinded by action of the legislative body;

§ 175.02 PURPOSES, USES and PERMISSIBLE EXPENDITURES


(A)
That expenditures from this fund shall be governed by the following provisions:



(1)
That expenditures from this fund shall for the purposes, uses and in support of the purposes or uses permissible for the funds as described in the following statutory references set forth in this code as may be amended from time to time;

That any and all of the lawful public purposes and or uses associated with the funds authorized and described in the following provisions of the Indiana Code are hereby authorized and adopted for the Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund:

For capital improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 8-16-3 as amended from time to time;

(b)
For capital improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 8-22-3-25 as amended from time to time;


(c)
For capital improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 14-27-6-48 as amended from time to time;


(d)
For capital improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 14-33-14 as amended from time to time;


(e)
For capital improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 16-23-1-40 as amended from time to time;


(f)
For capital improvements, public safety equipment acquisition, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-8-14 as amended from time to time;


(g)
For capital improvements, transportation planning, vehicle/ equipment acquisition, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-4-48, as amended from time to time;


(h)
For capital improvements, land and public building acquisition, public way maintenance and improvements, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-16-2 as amended from time to time;



(i)
For capital improvements, computer soft/hardware expenses, communications expenses, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-16-3 as amended from time to time;

(j)
For improvements of public ways and sidewalks, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-16.5-2 as amended from time to time;


(k)
For improvements of public ways, sidewalks, gutters, sewers, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-17 as amended from time to time;


(l)
For improvements of sewage disposal or treatment plants, sewers, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-26 as amended from time to time;

(m)
For capital improvements related to drainage, sewers, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-9-27-100 as amended from time to time;

(n)
For capital improvements to parks, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-10-3-21, as amended from time to time;


(o)
For capital improvements to parks, uses and purposes as described in IC 36-10-4-36 as amended from time to time;


(B)
That money held in the cumulative capital development fund may be spent for purposes other than the purposes stated in section §175.02 (A) of this code, if the purpose is to protect the public health, welfare, or safety in an emergency situation that demands immediate action or to make a contribution to an authority established under IC 36-7-23. 



(1)
Money may be spent under the authority of § 175.02 (B) only after the executive of the municipality issues a declaration that the public health, welfare, or safety is in immediate danger that requires the expenditure of money in the fund; or

Money may be spent under the authority of § 175.02 (B) after the executive of the municipality certifies in the minutes of the municipal legislative body that the contribution is made to the authority for capital development purposes.
§ 175.03  EXPENDITURE UPON APPROPRIATION


That expenditures from the Fund may be made only upon appropriation by the fiscal body for the purpose for which the fund is specifically established, in the manner provided by statute for making other appropriations and shall be disbursed only on  approved accounts payable vouchers allowed by the legislative body, all pursuant to IC 5-11-10 and IC 36-5-4;

§ 175.04  INVESTMENTS AUTHORIZED


That pursuant to  Indiana Code Title 5, Article 13, Chapter 9, and Chapter 36 of the Highland Municipal Code, moneys in the fund may be invested provided that the yields from the purchase and sale of any such investments be deposited with the fund;

§ 175.05  PRESERVATION and DISPOSITION OF FUND ASSETS


That all unused and unencumbered cash on deposit to the credit of the Municipal  Cumulative Capital Development Fund do not revert to the corporation general fund nor to any other fund but shall remain with the Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund until such time as an ordinance is passed which rescinds the tax levy for this fund, and the Town Council authorizes a transfer of any remaining unexpended, unencumbered assets of the fund, all pursuant to IC 6-1.1-41-5 and IC 36-1-8-5.


Section 2. 
That the fund established by this ordinance does not take effect nor may this ordinance be adopted until a public hearing has been conducted pursuant to IC 36-9-15.5 and IC 6-1.1-41-3 and then approved by the Indiana Department of Local Government Finance;
Section 3. 
Any and all such ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed and of no further force nor effect;

Section 4. 
This ordinance shall become and be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage and adoption upon its signature by the executive in the manner prescribed by IC 36-5-2-10(a) and upon its approval by the Indiana Department of Local Government Finance, provided it has been duly adopted and filed before ;

Introduced and Filed on the 10th  Day of July  2006. Consideration on same day or at same meeting of introduction was not considered under IC 36-5-2-9.8, as the matter was set for a public hearing on July 24, 2006 all pursuant to IC 36-9-15.5, IC 6-1.1-41 and IC 5-3-1-2(f).

These entrances, which are located at Kennedy & 100th Street and 45th& Delaware Parkway, consist of the original shrubs and signs, which over the last 35 years have become worn, overgrown, and unattractive.

We, as well as many other Lakeside residents, have expressed our desire to have these entrances upgraded.  Mr. Dean Savarino, who is also a resident of Lakeside, and the owner of Dean’s Lawn and Landscaping, Inc., 238 Kennedy Avenue, Schererville, has most generously offered to beautify both entrances free of charge. ORDINANCE No. 1323

of the

TOWN of HIGHLAND, INDIANA

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE HIGHLAND MUNICIPAL CODE TO ESTABLISH AN INFORMATION and COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY FUND as AN INTERNAL SERVICE FUND and a BUDGET FOR THIS FUND FOR THE LAST SIX MONTHS OF THE CURRENT FISCAL YEAR

WHEREAS, IC 36-1-3-2 and IC 36-1-3-6(b)(1) confer upon local units of government the powers that they need for the effective operation of government as to local affairs and prescribe the manner and form of enactment for any such exercise of power; 

WHEREAS, The town manager has recommended and the town council has determined that the authorization and establishment by ordinance of an Information and Communications Technology Fund, operating as an Internal Service Fund is an exercise of local authority consistent with the provisions of enabling state statutes and necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs; 

WHEREAS, It would be and is in the best interest of the Town of Highland to enact an ordinance to amend the municipal code to authorize and establish an Information and Communication Technology Fund, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows: 


Section 1. 
Chapter 31 of the Highland Municipal Code is hereby amended by adding a new Section §31.08 titled “Information and Communications Technology Fund”, which said section shall read as follows: 

§ 31.08
INFORMATION and COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY FUND
(A) There is hereby established Fund of the Municipality to be known as the “Information and Communications Technology Fund.  

(B) The Information and Communications Technology Fund shall be deemed to be and operate as an Internal Service Fund for services provided on a regular basis by one department to other departments of the organization for which interdepartmental charges are made.  The fund shall account and report revenues and expenses of a new Information Technology Department.

(C) Expenditures from this Fund shall be pursuant to and in support of the purposes set forth in subdivision (D) of this section according to laws of the State of Indiana. The establishment or the purposes of this fund shall not be in derogation of the lawful purposes or construed to exclude the lawful purposes of expenditure from such other funds for the same or similar purposes. 

(D) Expenditures from the Fund may be made for the following lawful public purposes:


1.
Payroll and associated personnel costs associated with the delivery, management, operation, maintenance, repair or support of information or communication technology for the Town and its executive departments;

2. 
Information or communication technology professional services associated with the delivery, management, operation, maintenance, repair or support of information or communication technology for the Town and its executive departments;

3.
The purchase and acquisition of information or communication technology commodities, licenses, equipment as well as information or communication technology services to help other departments and public agencies carry out their functions. Such commodities or equipment includes but is not limited to the expense for computers and related equipment, computer software applications, printers, copiers, scanners, fax machines, check printer, postage meter and telephone and related communications systems.  

(E) Expenditures from the Fund shall be made upon appropriation pursuant to the provisions of IC 6-1.1-18 and IC 36-5-4-2 and may be disbursed on approved claims allowed by the Town Council pursuant to I.C. 5-11-10, I.C. 36-5-4 and may be made as advance expenses according to terms of I.C. 36-5-4-12(b)(13). 

(F) The sources of revenue for this fund may consist of the following:

1. Interdepartmental charges, contributions, cost shares or assessments levied against funds or departments of the municipality to support the lawful purposes and budget of the Information and Communication Technology Fund. 

(a) The charges and rates shall be developed and recommended by the proper officers of the municipality and fixed and approved by the Town Council. 

(b)
Any and all rates and charges shall be consistent with IC 36-1-3-8(a)(6) and may be calculated to include reasonable costs associated with those purposes outlined in subdivision D of this section as well as for replacement of equipment;


2.
Transfers from the corporation general or the municipal cumulative capital fund authorized by the Town Council from appropriations adopted for that purpose;

3.
Gifts or grants from the federal government, the state, or any political subdivision of the state. 

(G)
That pursuant to Indiana Code Title 5, Article 13, Chapter 9, and Chapter 36 of the Highland Municipal Code, moneys in the fund may be invested provided that the yields from the purchase and sale of any such investments be deposited with the fund;

(H)
That the fund created herein is a continuing fund, and will remain in full force and effect until such time as the Town Council adopts an ordinance repealing this fund and directing then the disposition of any assets held by the fund. In addition, the unused and unencumbered cash on deposit to the credit of the fund does not revert at the end of the fiscal year to any fund from which the revenues were derived, but remain with the Fund created by this section. 

(I)
The Clerk-Treasurer, as the municipal fiscal officer, is hereby directed and authorized to perform such duties and keep such accounts as necessary to fulfill the purposes of this fund and to carryout the provisions of this Section.

Section 2. 
Transitional Provisions. That until such time as a proper appropriation is made and approved for the fund created by this ordinance, the following shall apply:

(a)
That a budget for the Information Technology and Communication Fund, attached hereto and incorporated by reference, is hereby approved for the fund for the period of beginning July 1, 2006 through December 30, 2006;


(b)
That expenditures consistent with that budget and permitted by law are authorized to be posted to and made from the appropriation in the Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund, originally adopted for transfer to the Fund created by this ordinance, pending approval by the Department of Local Government Finance;


(c)
That the proper officer of the municipality is authorized to take those steps set forth in IC 6-1.1-18 to permit an additional appropriation in the fund created by this ordinance according to the terms of the budget identified and adopted by reference, modified as necessary to reflect any expenditures made prior to the appropriation in the fund created by this ordinance.


(d) 
That the municipal fiscal officer and the Town manager should review the current Telephone Payment Fund, an agency fund of the municipality, and review its operation and if necessary make a recommendation on the disposition of its continuing operation and utility once the Information and Communication Technology Fund is  fully implemented and in full effect.

Section 3. 
The provisions set forth in this ordinance shall become and remain in full force and effect thereafter, immediately following the date of its passage and adoption upon its signature by the executive in the manner prescribed by IC 36-5-2-10(a).

CDR 2006-62: Approving the 2006 Corporate Strategic Plan & Capital Improvement Program presented by the town manager; documents titled 7/24/2006 DRAFT incorporated by reference. These documents incorporate strategies formulated after a Council study session held July 17, 2006:

1. Replacement of the Fire Department’s Rescue Pumper E-5 would be given the highest priority for debt to be retired from property tax revenues.

2. Consider establishing an Economic Improvement District coterminous with the boundary of the Redevelopment District to generate assessment revenue from benefited property owners to underwrite operating and maintenance expenses for projects and activities proposed within the Redevelopment District. This measure is proposed to mitigate operating expense of projects and activities proposed by the Redevelopment Commission and/or the Highland Downtown Association that would otherwise be borne by the General Fund or Motor Vehicle Highway Fund of the municipality. 

3. Seek state and federal grants for projects and activities that are consistent with needs identified in the approved strategic plan and capital improvement program. Grants for projects and activities will NOT be pursued when there is no source of revenue identified and pledged by the Town Council for sustaining the future operating expense of the project or activity.

WHEREAS, Indiana Code 36-1-7-1, et seq., allows local government entities to make the most efficient use of the powers by enabling them to mutually utilize services for the mutual benefit of each other; and

WHEREAS, The Incorporated Town of Highland and the School Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana are municipal corporations empowered by the aforesaid Interlocal Cooperation Act, as amended, with authority to contract with each other on a basis of mutual advantage so as to better provide public services and facilities at a shared cost; and

WHEREAS, The Incorporated Town of Highland and the School Town of Highland desire to enter into a joint agreement pursuant to IC 36-1-7-1, et seq., to provide for the ability and flexibility to obtain for the Highland Students certain gang resistance training, a heightened law enforcement presence in the local public schools as well as other related services for the mutual benefit of the participating entities, and at a shared cost;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County as follows:

Section 1. 
A joint agreement, a copy of which is attached and incorporated herein by reference, among and between the Incorporated Town of Highland and the School Town of Highland entered into by the Town of Highland by and through its Town Council, this _____ Day of ________ 2006 is hereby authorized and approved in each and every respect.

Section 2. 
The purpose of this agreement is to authorize and allow the Town Council of the Town of Highland and the School Board of Trustees to act as a joint board of the two participating entities to mutually support and utilize certain specified services associated with the School Resource Officer Program for the mutual benefit of the participating entities at shared costs.

Section 3. 
The Clerk-Treasurer of the Town of Highland is hereby authorized to execute the duties related to the payment, collection and accounting for all moneys of this joint undertaking, pursuant to the terms of this agreement, in a manner that is mutually acceptable with the duly constituted and acting fiscal officer of the School Town of Highland.

Section 4. 
The governing boards of the participating entities may be convened as a joint board, or may act as a joint board at separate meetings of the respective governing bodies of the participating entities in which the entities concur.

Section 5. 
The governing boards of the participating entities may create a committee comprised of representatives from both participating entities or may designate a single individual from each of the participating entities, which may perform such administrative ministerial duties as the joint board may direct and the agreement may provide.

Section 6. 
The President of the Highland Town Council and the Clerk-Treasurer are hereby authorized to execute the joint Interlocal Governmental Agreement with their signatures and any additional documents in order to implement the agreement.

Section 7. 
This agreement shall be effective as indicated in and pursuant to its provisions, after the agreement has been authorized and approved by each of the participating entities, evidenced by passage and adoption of a similar Resolution all pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7-2.

Section 8. 
That upon its approval, this agreement repeals the agreements governing the school resource officer program, the first adopted January 17, 1997 and its succeeding agreement adopted October 25, 2004.

Section 9. 
That before this agreement takes effect, it must be recorded with the Office of the Lake County Recorder. No later than sixty (60) days after it takes effect and is recorded, the agreement must be filed with the Office of the State Board of Accounts for audit purposes, all pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7-6.

CDR 2006-66: A Council Decision Request Authorizing the management staff to draft a legislative measure for consideration by the Council that will lawfully authorize the collection of a $25.00 bond processing fee from each person who has been incarcerated upon their release from the custody of the Highland Police Department.

A Bond Processing Fee is necessary to help offset costs associated with the processing and release of incarcerated persons who choose to bond out at the Highland Police Department for their convenience.  The fee is based upon the time required to formally release the prisoner, which usually takes 30-60 minutes each.  This fee will not apply to those prisoners transferred to another law enforcement agency for incarceration.


Councilor Helmer moved to authorize the management staff to draft a legislative measure for consideration by the Town Council that will lawfully authorize the collection of a $25.00 bond processing fee from each person who has been incarcerated upon their release from the custody of the Highland Police Department. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were four affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The authorization to draft an ordinance was granted.

Renewal of these contracts for a 60-month term will save approximately $340/month ($80 per T1 line and $100 for the ISDN Service).  Contracts for these circuits expire between 7-24-06 and 8-4-06.  Upon expiration of each individual contract, the rate will increase approximately $300/circuit as existing discounts will no longer be provided.  In renewing the contracts for an additional 60 months, there will be no service disruption, installation charges or new installation difficulties as these circuits are already in place.
