The session was opened with Councilor Joseph A. Wszolek leading the pledge of allegiance to the United States Flag and offering a prayer.

Roll Call: Present on roll call were Council Members Bernie Zemen, Mark Herak, Joseph Wszolek, Robert Helmer and Daniel Dernulc. The Town Clerk-Treasurer Michael Griffin was present to memorialize the proceedings. A quorum was attained.

Jim Milligan, 3148 Eder Street, Highland, inquired whether or not a vacation would relieve the Town of responsibility of the vacated public way.

Joe Bartok, 9324 Spring Creek Drive, Highland, inquired about the ownership of the publicway and whether or not the Town had the authority to give away the street.



       3.    Kent Johnsen, 2325 Kenilworth Street, Highland, indicated that several of the neighbors believed that the petitioner had represented his intention to install white fence close to the edge of the current right of way  to dress the area. Mr. Johnsen expressed  his concern about whether or not the representations were enforceable by the Town Council.


A colloquy ensued between ad among the members of the Town Council  and Mr. Johnsen regarding the enforceability issue. The Town Council noted that the representations were not enforceable under the terms  of the vacation of public way law.




4.    H. Allen Pederson, Franklin Street, Highland, inquired whether any graphic description was available  of the public way being vacated.


A letter was read from James Wieser, attorney for the petitioner, expressing his regret that he had a sudden conflict and that he would not be able to be present to commend the petitioner’s request. Mr. Wieser further requested that the hearing be continued to permit him to be present at the next meeting. 


Councilor Dernulc moved to grant the request and to continue the hearing to the meeting of August 28, 2006.. Councilor Zemen seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The continuance was granted.

(c) Consideration of proposed Ordinance No. 1328: An Ordinance to vacate a Public Way or Easement. No introduction or action on this was taken in satisfaction of the continuance.

Municipal Plan Commission Docket No. 2006-05: Request for Zoning Map Amendment, Michael Rudolph of GLR, LLC, and Petitioner. At its meeting of May 17, 2006, the Municipal Plan Commission by a count of five in favor, and two opposed voted to send a favorable recommendation regarding the request for the zoning map change to the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance, codified as Chapter 214 of the Highland Municipal Code, pursuant to IC 36-7-4-608.

      (a) CDR (Certification) from Municipal Plan Commission, certifying to and reporting favorable recommendation, to rezone the place commonly described as 2320-41st Street, from its current zoning of R2 (Single and Two Family Residential District) to B-3 (General Business District) was presented. The findings of facts were memorialized and at its meeting of 21 June 2006, approved by the Plan Commission.  This matter was placed on the Agenda of July 10, 2006. The Town Council voted to consider it at the meeting of August 14, 2006.

       (b)  Ordinance No. 1327: An Ordinance to Amend the Zoning Map. The Town Council may either adopt or reject the proposed Ordinance as certified. The ninety days will lapse on or around on or around August 15, 2006.

An informal discussion ensued regarding the issued related to the rezoning petition.

Councilor Zemen moved to reject the favorable recommendation of the Plan Commission and to reject the Ordinance for rezoning. Councilor Herak seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were three affirmatives and two negatives. With Councilors Herak, Zemen and Dernulc voting in the affirmative and Councilors Helmer and Wszolek voting in the negative, the motion passed. The ordinance was rejected and the petition denied.

Mr. Bartok also expressed what he called his “surprise” at the defeat of the zoning petition mentioned earlier.

H. Allen Pederson,      Franklin, Highland, commended the Town Council for the development of a strategic plan and expressed his disappointment that one member did not vote for it.

Thurman Ferree, 2912 Grand Boulevard, Highland, noted that a strategic plan was done previously by prior councils. Mr. Ferree also expressed concern about how much made it into the strategic plan.

Jim Milligan, 3148 Eder Street, Highland, inquired whether or not trees would be cut down to build any new town hall.
