Study Session. 
The Town Council Convened in Study Session immediately before the Regular Meeting at 6:30 p.m.

Present at the Study session on silent roll call were Councilors, Bernie Zemen, Mark Herak, Robert Helmer, Joseph Wszolek and Dan Dernulc. The Michael W. Griffin, the Highland Clerk-Treasurer was present to record the proceedings. 

General Substance of Matters Discussed

The Town Council discussed the agenda for the imminent meeting.

2. The Town Council discussed the budget as proposed and the preadoption hearing scheduled for Monday, September 11, 2006.

The Town Council discussed whether or not a license to encroach would be possible or preferable to the outright vacation of the public way of Kenilworth Avenue the hearing on which was to occur at the imminent meeting.


The study session adjourned at 7:04 O’clock P.M.

Regular Meeting. The Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana met in its regular session on Monday, August 28, 2006 at 7:05 O’clock P.M. in the regular place, the meeting chambers of the Highland Municipal Building, 3333 Ridge Road, Highland, Indiana.

Town Council President Joseph Wszolek, presided and the minutes were recorded by Clerk-Treasurer, Michael W. Griffin.

 The session was opened with Councilor Bernie Zemen leading all in the pledge of allegiance to the United States Flag and offering a prayer.

Roll Call: Present on roll call were Councilors, Bernie Zemen, Mark Herak, Robert Helmer, Joseph Wszolek and Daniel Dernulc. The Clerk-Treasurer Michael W. Griffin was present to record the proceedings. A quorum was attained.

Additional Officials Present: Richard Underkofler, Town Manager; Rhett Tauber, Town Council Attorney; John M. Bach, Public Works Director; Peter T. Hojnicki, Metropolitan Police Chief; Cecile Petro, Redevelopment Director; William Timmer, CFOD, Fire Chief; Kenneth J. Mika, Building Commissioner and Alex M. Brown, CPRP, Parks and Recreation Superintendent were also present.

Tom Agler of the Municipal Plan Commission; Jon Koval of the Board of Metropolitan Police Commissioners; Dominic Noce of the Redevelopment Commission; and Bob Kuva of the Board of School Trustees were also present.

George Van Til, Lake County Surveyor was also present.

Minutes of Previous Sessions: Having confirmed that the minutes had been posted for public display, the enrolled minutes of the Minutes of the Regular Meeting of 14 August 2006 were approved under general consent.

Public Hearing on a Petition to Vacate a Public Way or Easement. Petition filed by AG Properties, LLC, requesting the vacation of an easement, pursuant to IC 36-7-3-12.

 Public Hearing on the Petition as filed. Public hearing was conducted at the meeting of 14 August 2006. At the request of the petitioner, the matter was continued to 28 August.


The Town Council President noted that the hearing was continued from the hearing on this matter convened at the meeting of 14 August 2006.  The Town Council Attorney also verified that the proofs of publication were in order for the hearing first conducted at that meeting. 


James L. Wieser, Attorney for petitioner and Dave Allard of AG Properties, as petitioner were present. Mr. Wieser offered a narrative advocating for the petition of vacation. Mr. Wieser indicated that what he characterized as an “attractive vinyl fence” would be erected to screen residents from the business.

1. Jim Milligan, 3148 Eder Street, Highland, inquired about the question of ownership of the street, seeking a clarification about the vacation process.


2.
Joseph Manares, XXXXX, (conrer of Branton and Kenilworth) spoke in favor of the vacation, expressing his favor for the fence and no gate for access.


The Building Commissioner, Mr. Mika, then reported that he and the Fire Chief had inspected the vacation site and that barriers looking like guardrail were preferred and that the curb cut for Indianapolis should look like a driveway.


There was a colloquy between and among the Building Commissioner and Mr. Wieser regarding the recommendation.


The hearing was closed.


Members of the Town Council then were granted to leave to comment or pose questions. Councilor Dernulc inquired whether or not a vacated parcel could be “transferred back.” Councilor Zemen expressed concern that the residents in the area were in fact in agreement with the vacation and the fence plan. Councilor Helmer suggested that aesthetic landscaping be employed. Councilor Herak expressed concerns about lot lights emitting into the windows of nearby residents. Council President Wszolek posed some questions to Mr. Wieser regarding the assembly of parcels and certain issues of water retainage and drainage.

(c) 
Consideration of proposed Ordinance No. 1328: An Ordinance to vacate a Public Way or Easement.


Councilor Helmer moved to continue the matter for further discussion at the Study Session of September 5, 2006. Councilor Herak seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The matter would be continued to next study session.


With leave from the Town Council,  Mr. Wieser the responded to the several issues raised by the Town Council members during comments.  Mr. Wieser suggested that the Town Council should confine its consideration to the provisions set forth in IC 36-7-3 et seq. Mr. Wieser indicated that the neighborhood did favor the vacation, provided there was a fence barrier.


Councilor Helmer moved to change the date for the continuation as set forth in the prior motion to September 18 instead of September 5. Councilor Dernulc seconded. Upon a roll call vote, there were five affirmatives and no negatives. The motion passed. The date  change was adopted.

COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC for TOPICS on the AGENDA:

1.
Jim Milligan, 3148  Eder Street, Highland, expressed concern about the cost of the proposed Town Hall and indicated that he preferred what he described as a “working building.”

2.
Thurm Ferree, 2912 Grand Boulevard, Highland, sought to clarify the CDR dealing with the architectural report on the proposed Town Hall.  Mr. Ferree also expressed his reservations about the instructions to the Town Manager to begin the petitions for rezoning and the other matters as if the matter of the construction was already determined. Mr. Ferree indicated that if the Town Council elected not to build then such instructions were in Mr. Ferree’s opinion premature.


Mr. Ferree also expressed his reservations about the timing and number of projects being considered to be undertaken all at once. He also asked that the Town Council well advertise the matter when and if these matters move forward.

George Van Til, 3020 Lakeside Drive, Highland, suggested that part workers be deployed to remove weeds and grass that is growing in the sidewalks. Mr. Van Til suggested that the look was “shabby.”



Mr. Van Til also indicated that if the Town Council was committed to constructing a new Town Hall that it may consider a green roof or a roof garden to reduce costs of heating and cooling. Mr. Van Til suggested that the Town Council consider the need for the new building and whether or not it helped serve the public better.

John Popka, 3519 44th Place, Highland, complained about the increase in property taxes, estimated to be $40 more per year, for the construction of a new Town Hall.

H. Allen Pederson, 3437 Franklin Street, Highland, expressed his opinion that the matter  of the proposed Town hall construction was proceeding professionally as well as openly.

Jim Milligan,  3148 Eder Street, Highland, expressed his concern that the Town Council was spending a great deal of money.

Rick Volbrecht, 9229 Parkway Drive, Highland, expressed his skeptiscm about the proposed size of the Town Hall and he also expressed reservation about the economic development effects from a Town Hall.

Ray  Cuevas, 2626 38th Street, Highland, also expressed his skepticism about the economic development effects  of a new Town Hall.

Jim Stinger, 2933 Condit Avenue, Highland, inquired to clarify that accepting report and paying the final bill for the Town hall study presented by the architects would not commit the Town Council to move forward with the construction of the Town Hall.
