The Town Manager, Richard Underkofler was also present.

Ordinance No. 1329.1309

An Ordinance offering a technical correction and Amending the Highland Municipal Code Chapter 30 Dividing the Town into Districts for the Purpose of Conducting Elections of Town Council Members, Repealing All Ordinances in Conflict Therewith, And Declaring an Emergency.


Whereas, I.C. 36-5-2-4.1 is the statutory authority for Council Members, by ordinance, to divide the Town into districts for the purpose of conducting elections of Town Council members;and


Whereas, IC 36-5-2-4.1 (g), provides that the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Indiana was required in 2002 to perform a reapportionment of its legislative districts, but provides that the division of the legislative districts may be made in any other year;


Whereas, It would be and is in the best interests of the Town of Highland to adopt an ordinance to implement the provisions of I.C. 36-5-2-4.1.


Now, therefore, be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That the Municipal Code be amended by deleting Section §30.05 in its entirety and replacing it with a new section to be styled as Section § 30.05 to be called Election Districts of the Town Council, which shall read as follows:

§ 30.05 
ELECTION DISTRICTS of the TOWN COUNCIL
(A)
The Town shall be divided into five (5) election districts;

(B)
The Town Council shall be comprised of five members with one (1) member from each district;

(C) Each member of the Town Council shall reside in the district that he or she represents as member of the Town Council and from which he or she was elected; 


(D)
The members of the Town Council shall  be elected at large by the voters of the whole Town.

(E)
In order to carry out the purposes of conducting town council elections, the Town is hereby divided into five (5) districts, as shown on the official district map which, together with all explanatory matters thereon, is hereby adopted  by reference and made a part of this code.

(F)
The five (5) election districts are hereby established and fixed as depicted, described and particularly identified and set forth in the Table of Special Ordinances and to the extent that they possess the proper nexus to §30.05, are a part of this code.

(G) 
A reference in this code to the boundary of a political subdivision, a precinct boundary, or an election district boundary refers to the precinct or boundary as the precinct or boundary existed on the date of adoption of the ordinance. A change in the boundary of a political subdivision, precinct, or election district following the date of adoption of the ordinance does not alter the boundaries of the election districts established by this ordinance, pursuant to IC 36-1-6-10.

Section 2. 
That the Municipal Code be amended by deleting the existing element styled as Town Council Election Districts Described located in the Table of Special Ordinances to be replaced with a new element to be styled as II. Town Council Election Districts Described, which shall read as follows:

Resolution No. 2006-87: Authorizing the execution and delivery of a master equipment lease/purchase agreement and related instruments .

This measure would enable a $376,659 lease/purchase agreement with Public-Finance.com, Inc. for financing a replacement Fire Department Rescue Pumper Truck. This lease would be amortized over a term of ten (10) years with level principal payments at a 4.24% annual interest rate. Payments would be made beginning August 1, 2007 and thereafter on February 1 and August 1 of each year until the lease is pre-paid or the principal balance of the lease is paid off. The obligations of the Town in the lease/purchase Agreement would be limited obligations subject to annual appropriations of the Town Council expected to be payable from property tax revenues levied for the Town’s Municipal Cumulative Capital Development Fund.

Section 2.  AUTHORIZATION.  The Agreement is hereby approved.  The Town Council President of Lessee and other officers of Lessee who shall have power to execute contracts on behalf of Lessee be, and each of them hereby is, authorized to execute, acknowledge and deliver the Agreement with any changes, insertions and omissions therein as may be approved by the officer(s) who execute the Agreement, such approval to be conclusively evidenced by such execution and delivery of the Agreement.  The Town Council President of the Lessee and any other officers of Lessee who shall have power to do so be, and each of them hereby is, authorized to affix the official seal of Lessee to the Agreement and attest the same.

Section 3.  EXECUTION OF DOCUMENTS.  The proper officer(s) of Lessee be, and each of them hereby is, authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all papers, instruments, opinions, certificates, affidavits and other documents and to do or cause to be done any and all other acts and things necessary or proper for carrying out this resolution and the Agreement.

Section 4.  DESIGNATION AS QUALIFIED TAX-EXEMPT OBLIGATION.  Lessee hereby designates the Agreement as a "qualified tax-exempt obligation" within the meaning of Section 265(b)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 as amended.

Section 5.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately.  The undersigned certifies that the above resolution has not been repealed or amended and remains in full force and effect, and further certifies that the above and foregoing Agreement is the same as presented at said meeting of the governing body of Lessee.
