WHEREAS, The Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, is a participating entity in the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., a Non-Profit Corporation organized and existing pursuant to the laws of the State of Indiana as a cooperative project to build a facility to provide safety training to children; and


WHEREAS, The Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, has in the past appointed persons to serve as members of the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc.; and


WHEREAS, In an effort to reconcile certain contradictory provisions that existed between its Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws and eliminate certain confusion regarding its management, operation and oversight, the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc. recently adopted certain amendments to its Articles of Incorporation that require each of the participating towns to terminate each of their three (3) current membership appointments to the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., and to reappoint three (3) other members consistent with its amended Articles of Incorporation; and


WHEREAS, Pursuant to the terms and provisions of the amended Articles of Incorporation for the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as a participating member of said entity, is required to appoint three (3) persons to serve as members of the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., as follows:

a. the Chief of the Police Department, or his or her duly appointed representative;

b. the Chief of the Fire Department, or his or her duly appointed representative; and

c. the President of the Town Council, or his or her duly appointed representative;

and


WHEREAS, The Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, has determined that it is advisable, necessary, appropriate, and in the best interests of the residents of the Town of Highland to terminate its current membership appointments to the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., and reappoint its designated members consistent with the amended Articles of Incorporation for the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF Highland, LAKE COUNTY, INDIANA, AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.   That the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, does hereby terminate all of its present and former membership appointments to the Quad Town Safety Village, Inc., effective immediately.

c. Joseph Wszolek, as the President of the Town Council, or his duly appointed representative.

ORDINANCE No. 1333

An Ordinance Amending the several sections of Chapter 210 of the Highland Municipal Code regarding to entities exempt from building permit fees.

Whereas, 
I.C. 36-1-3-4(b) specifically provides that a unit of local government has all powers granted it by statute and all other powers necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs, even though not granted by statute; and

Whereas, IC 36-8-2 specifically provides that a unit of local government may regulate and license building and development in the municipality;

Whereas, 
The Highland Town Council has determined that the amendment of certain fees and charges determined to be reasonable and just rates reasonably related to the administration of particular public functions is an exercise of local authority consistent with the provisions of IC 36-8-2-8 and necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs;
Whereas, 
It would be and is in the best interest of the Town of Highland to enact such an ordinance as an amendment to the following sections of the Highland Municipal Code;

Now, Therefore, Be it hereby ordained by the Town Council of the Town of Highland, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:


Section 1. 
That subsection (D) of Section § 210.023 of the Highland Municipal Code be repealed in its entirety and amended by adding a new subsection to § 210.023 to be identified as (D) to read as follows:

(D)    
No permit fees to be imposed on municipal government or its executives departments, churches and public or parochial schools.  The Town of Highland, including its executives departments, nor any church or a public or parochial school shall be required to pay any permit fees normally required under this section.  This exemption applies only to permit fees.  It does not apply to any inspection or other fees payable by the municipality or its executive departments, or any church, public school or parochial school as otherwise required by this code.


Section 2. 
That subsection (B)(7) of Section § 210.053 of the Highland Municipal Code be repealed in its entirety and amended by adding a new subsection to § 210.053 to be identified as (B)(7) to read as follows:




(B)(7) No electrical permit filing fees to be imposed on municipal government, churches and public or parochial schools. The Town of Highland, including its executives departments, nor any church or a public or parochial school shall be required to pay any electrical permit filing fees normally required under this section.  This exemption applies only to permit filing fees.  It does not apply to any inspection or other fees payable by the municipality or its executive departments, or any church, public school or parochial school as otherwise required by this code.


Section 3. 
That subsection (C) of Section § 210.073 of the Highland Municipal Code be repealed in its entirety and amended by adding a new subsection to § 210.073 to be identified as (C) to read as follows:


(C)    
The Town of Highland, including its executives departments, nor any church or a public or parochial school shall be required to pay any plumbing permit filing fees normally required under this section. This exemption applies only to permit filing fees.  It does not apply to any inspection or other fees payable by the municipality or its executive departments, or any church, public school or parochial school as otherwise required by this code.


Section 4.

That any permit fees imposed under Chapter 210 of the Highland Municipal Code which may have been paid by the Town of Highland or any of its executive departments, within the four month period prior to the passage and adoption of this ordinance, are hereby waived as if this ordinance was in full force and effect and the clerk-treasurer be hereby authorized to refund any such fees to the Town of Highland or its proper executive department.


Section 5. 
Whereas an emergency exists, this Ordinance shall become and be in full force and effect from and after the date of its adoption, passage and publication in the manner prescribed by law, and until its subsequent amendment or repeal by proper ordinance.

The Redevelopment will be having a joint meeting with Hammond on Thursday at 7:00 p.m.  They will discuss future use of both sides of the Little Calumet River.   Cecile Petro o f the Redevelopment reported that all the building in River Park Apartment Complex are down and they are completing the back fill.  They are two months to completion and they will hydro-seed and be ready for development.
